Officer on Duty will Sound Alarm or Contact Someone to Sound the Alarm and respond back that alarm has been sounded.

If Officer on Duty does not respond to call out within 2 minutes, the EMS will either sound alarm or contact someone to sound the alarm and respond back alarm has been sounded.

If EMS does not respond to call out, the Fire Personnel will either sound alarm or notify someone to sound the alarm and respond back that alarm has been sounded. 

Anyone in the vicinity of the alarm, may sound the alarm after the initial notification has gone out.  

The Alarm is located in the Police Department on the South Wall and is marked “
Fire”.
