CHAPTER 16

EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICE

Sec. 16-1.    EMS Fees

Sec 16-1.  The City of Konawa owns the Konawa Emergency Medical Service.  
A. By virtue of Ordinance Number 07-313 (Passed November 8, 2007) provides for a monthly payment or charge to be made to the residents of the City of Konawa and for a subscription fee to be paid by those people living outside the city limits of Konawa but living within the boundaries of the Konawa School District.
B. Recipients of the City of Konawa Utility Billing shall be levied an Emergency Medical Service (EMS) charge in the amount of Ten Dollars ($10.00) a month to be billed to the residents of the City of Konawa on the monthly utility billing.

C. The residents of the Konawa School District who live outside the boundaries of the city limits of the City of Konawa shall pay a subscription fee of One Hundred Twenty Dollars ($120.00) a year.  The same to be paid as per a mutually agreed payment schedule to the City of Konawa.  The aforesaid options authorized for payment shall be determined by the City of Konawa as to which option shall be allowed.  Residents who are outside the City limits have a choice of paying the subscription fee of $120 per year which can be made in payments or opting out.  

D. Monthly charges shall begin January 1, 2008; therefore, appearing for the first time on the bills due February 10, 2008 and will continue indefinitely.

E. Churches, Businesses and non-profit organizations will not be assessed the EMS fee on their monthly billings unless they are a multifamily residence business.  

F. Multifamily residences will be charged $10 per unit.  

G.  If a resident has a need to use the EMS service and has either paid per their utility billing or by subscription, the amount paid by their insurance will be accepted as payment in full for services rendered.  

H.  If a resident outside the City of Konawa corporate limits has not opted to pay the subscription fee they will be responsible in full for the billing for the service.
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
