Chapter 10

GARBAGE AND OTHER REFUSE

Article 1. Garbage and Trash Disposal

Sec. 10-1. Garbage and trash disposal may be contracted or performed by City.


(a)
The City of Konawa hereby reserves to itself, the exclusive right and privilege of the collection, removal and disposition of all garbage, refuse and trash within the limits of such City, either by contracting with a

suitable person or firm for the collection and removal thereof, or by the collection and removal thereof by employees of said City, either method to be at the discretion of the City Council of said City.


(b)
Each and every owner, tenant, occupant, or lessee, of any family dwelling, apartment, or building within the corporate limits of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, is hereby required to accept and use the refuse and garbage services provided by the City of Konawa and shall pay therefore such

fees or charges as set out hereinafter; such fees or charges to be paid on or before the 10th day of the month following the month in which such services have been rendered. (Code1957, SS G1.)

Sec. 10-2. Definitions.


(a)
Wherever the word “Garbage” appears in this Article, it means every accumulation of animal or vegetable matter, or both; that is, the refuse matter from kitchens, pantries, dining rooms, or other parts of dwelling houses, hotels, restaurants, boarding houses, tenement houses, market

houses, public institutions, private hospitals, and all animal refuse or matter from butcher shops, grocery stores and all other places.


(b)
The words “Refuse” and “Rubbish” as used herein means ashes, cinders, paper, broken ware, discarded shoes, tin cans and all other such refuse and matter as may be termed the natural accumulation of resident families.


(c)
The word “Trash” as used herein means any accumulation of broken or discarded boxes, glass, metal vessels or containers, straw, sawdust, iron or other metal, clothing, trimmings, from trees, shrubs, grass or gardens,

and such other similar waste matter usually discarded by occupants of dwellings or living quarters, and by business establishments.

Sec. 10-3. Refuse, garbage, and trash not to be allowed to accumulate; nuisance:

It is unlawful for the owner, occupant or other person in charge of any lot or piece of ground to allow refuse, rubbish, garbage or trash to accumulate thereon, or to permit water or putrid substances, whether animal or vegetable, to accumulate thereon so as to cause an offensive odor to be emitted therefrom, or to become injurious or dangerous to the health of the neighborhood, or any inhabitant thereof. Any such condition is hereby declared a violation of this Article and punishable as such, and in addition, is declared to be a nuisance and may be abated as such.

Sec. 10-4. Garbage containers. 


(a)
It is the duty of all owners, occupants, or other persons in charge of any premises within the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, to place all garbage in water-tight, plastic bags. They must be of sufficient size to hold not less than Five (5) nor more than Thirty (30) Gallons, and shall be securely tied. On the given day of pickup, the owner, occupant or other person in charge shall place all garbage, refuse and trash in bags along the street or other convenient place on the premises, as convenient and necessary and as hereinafter provided.  It is permissible to place bottles and other containers in the garbage bags.


(b)
The City Manager, after consultation with and approval of the City Council may authorize containers of different materials other than plastic bags should they become available as a new trash bag or trash container.

Sec. 10-5. Unlawful not to place garbage, refuse and trash in plastic bags.


It is unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to deposit for collection, or any other purpose, on any street, alley or parking place of the City of Konawa, or on any private property, any garbage, refuse or trash, without placing the same in an enclosed plastic bags.

Sec. 10-6. Unlawful for unauthorized persons to tamper with garbage or garbage cans.


It shall be unlawful for any person, not duly authorized as provided herein, to tamper with, overturn, damage, remove or destroy any garbage or trash container, of a resident, business, or other establishment in the City of Konawa, Oklahoma.

Sec. 10-7. Preparation of bulk refuse, tree limbs.


(a)
All bulk refuse and trash accumulated in residential, commercial or manufacturing buildings, including but not limited to cardboard containers, wooden crates, hedge and tree trimmings, tree limbs and similar refuse and trash shall be put in such condition that it may be readily handled by one collector. Tree trimmings and limbs must be put in such condition that they may easily be loaded

(b)
The City does not claim exclusive right of the collection of these items and would encourage a private source to collect bulk refuse and tree limbs; but when the City is called upon to collect the same there shall be a charge which may be paid at City Hall simultaneously with the collection of the said bulk refuse and/or tree limbs or, at the option of the City may be placed on the monthly water bill, to be paid at the time and manner as the water bill is paid pursuant to Section 9-12 of this Chapter.

(c)
The charge for collecting and hauling bulk refuse will be a $25.00 minimum for 15 minutes and $25.00 per each 15 minutes additional time required.  If special equipment must be used due to the size of the item, the equipment charge will be $75.00 per hour.
Sec. 10-8. Non-conforming or faulty container.


All containers for garbage, or refuse and trash shall be maintained in good condition.  Upon receipt of notice from the City of Konawa that a container does not conform to the provisions of this Article, or that may have ragged or sharp edges, or any other defect liable to hamper or injure the person collecting the contents thereof, said container(s) must be promptly replaced by a proper container.  If not so replaced within Ten (10) Days after receipt of notice, the nonconforming or defective container may be collected and disposed of as refuse by such person as may be designated by the City Manager.

Sec. 10—9. Who may remove garbage, et cetera.


It is unlawful for any person, firm or corporation, except the duly appointed and authorized employees of the City of Konawa, or others under contract and bond to said City, as hereinafter provided, to remove or cause to be removed any garbage, waste, refuse, rubbish or trash of any kind from any garbage can or other container used for the deposit of same within the City of Konawa, or to transport, haul or carry through or over any of the streets,

alleys or other public places of the City, any such garbage, waste, refuse, rubbish or trash.

Sec.
10-10. Contracts for hauling garbage, et cetera; bonds.

The City Council of the City of Konawa may contract with some suitable person, firm, or corporation for the removal of any garbage, waste, refuse, rubbish or trash on such terms and conditions as it deems to be in the best interest of said City, which shall include the requirement of a bond in a sum sufficient to insure faithful performance of the contract entered into, and which shall also include a further bond sufficient so that the City will be saved

harmless against any liability imposed by law against the City on the part of the principal obligor as the result of any negligence causing damage to any person or property on the part of the principal obligor. Both bonds shall be corporate surety bonds. Both bonds shall be approved by the City Clerk. The City Council shall have the right to reject any and all bids for such contract submitted, and shall have the right to have all such garbage waste, refuse, rubbish and trash removed by City employees at its discretion.

Sec.10—11. Vehicles.


(a)
All vehicles used in the removal, collection or transportation of refuse, rubbish, garbage, trash or waste of any kind, shall be constructed in such manner as will prevent any portion of such material from leaking, spilling, blowing out of, or falling from the vehicle, or onto any public highway, street, avenue or alley, or other public or private place. All vehicles used in the transportation, collection and removal of garbage shall at all times, except when being loaded or unloaded, be kept completely and securely covered, so that no part of the contents thereof shall at any time be exposed to view. Such vehicle shall not be loaded above a point that will not permit its being drawn or driven over the public highway, street, avenue or alley, without any portion of the contents being spilled or falling therefrom. All such vehicles shall be kept in a clean and sanitary condition, and if a privately owned vehicle, it shall have upon them in figures and letters at least Three (3) Inches in height, the name of the owner or operator and the number given said vehicle.


(b)
All such vehicles shall, at all times, be subject to inspection by the proper officials of the City of Konawa; and if, in the judgment of said officials, at any time the same is defective or unfit for use, the City Manager is

hereby empowered to prevent the use of the same until in proper condition to comply with the terms of this Section.  Any person aggrieved by such action on the part of the City manager shall have a right to appeal to the City Council, which shall hear the same at its next regular meeting, or other time as ordered by it, and its decision thereon shall be final.

Sec. 10-12. Charges for garbage, refuse and trash collection.

(a)
For the purpose of defraying the expenses of the collection and removal of garbage, refuse and trash, as provided herein, monthly charges are authorized and directed to be collected from the owner or occupant of the premises covered by the terms of this article; as follows:

Single family residence




$11.00 Per Month

(2)
Duplex residence, two families



$22.00 Per Month

Duplex or apartment, more than two families (per family)
$11.00 Per Month
(4)
Commercial:

A.  One pick up per week

1.  Small container 55 gallons or less

$15.00 Per Month
2.  Large container over 55 gallons

$18.00 Per Month
3.  Front End Load 1 pick up per week
$25.00 Per Month
4.  Front End Load 2 or more pick ups per week at $20 per weekly pick up Per Month
(5)       Outside of City Limits

1. Residential




$15.00 Per Month
2. Commercial Small container 55 gallons or less $25.00 Per Month
Large container over 55 gallons

$28.00 Per Month
Front End Load 1 pick up per week
$35.00 Per Month
Front End Load 2 or more pick ups per week at $30 per pick up weekly Per Month

(b)
Garbage and refuse charges shall be added to the water bill and shall be paid at the time and in the manner as the water bill is paid.  The City Clerk is hereby forbidden to accept payment of the water bill without collecting the garbage and refuse bill at the same time.


(c)
Any person who fails or refuses to pay the garbage or refuse bill by the tenth day of the month following the month after which services have been rendered shall have water service discontinued, and in addition thereto, shall be guilty of an offense.

Sec. 10-13. Incinerator not to be installed in building.


It is unlawful to construct or install within any building in the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, any incinerator designed to burn trash, garbage or other refuse.

Sec. 10-14. Trash burning.


It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to set fire to, or burn or allow fire to be set to, or allow the burning of, any rubbish, litter, paper, debris, garbage, trash, trees, leaves, stumps, or other similar or related

materials at any time, or at any place, within the corporate limits of the City of Konawa.

Sec. 10-15. Keeping premises clean.


All persons, firms or corporations, owning or occupying lots or buildings within the corporate limits of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, shall keep said premises free and clean of weeds, rubbish,  trash, and waste of every kind at all times.

Article 2. Penalty

Sec. 10-16. Penalty.


Any person, firm or corporation that violates, causes, orders, directs, aids, advises, assists in any manner or abets the violation of the provisions of this Chapter is guilty of an offense and shall be punished by a fine of not more than Thirty-five Dollars ($35.00), including costs.  Failure to comply with the provisions hereof shall be deemed a continuing offense and each day’s continuance of failure to comply herewith shall constitute a separate and distinct offense.
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
