Chapter 11

GENERAL AND MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Article 1. Definitions

Sec.  11-1. Masculine To Include Feminine And Neuter.  


Words used in the masculine gender in this Code or in other Ordinances of the City include the feminine and neuter unless a contrary intention plainly appears.

Sec.  11-2. Singular Number To Include Plural And Vice Versa.  

Words used in the singular number in this Code or in other Ordinances of the City include the plural, and the plural the singular, except where a contrary intention plainly appears.

Sec.  11-3. “Person” Defined.


The word “person” when used in this Code or in other Ordinances of the City, includes natural persons, corporations (private and public), partnerships and all other unincorporated organizations, trusts, estates, governmental agencies, and other legal entities, except when a contrary intention plainly appears.

Sec  11-4. “City” Defined.


The word “City” when used in this Code or in other Ordinances of the City, means the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, unless a contrary intention plainly appears. The Konawa Public Works Authority Trust (KPWA) may also be referred to as “City” on occasion. 
Sec. 11-5. Statutory References.


Reference to the Statutes of the State of Oklahoma means the statutes as they now are or as they may be amended to be, and a reference to the 1971 Statutes also means the comparable provision when included in future codifications.

Article 2. Ordinances in Effect in Outlying Territory of City.

Sec. 11-6. Ordinances In Effect In Outlying Real Property Of City.


All Ordinances of the City now in effect within the City are hereby extended to all real property belonging to, or under the control of, the City outside the Corporate Limits of the City, and shall be in full effect therein, insofar as they are applicable. All ordinances of the City which shall go into effect in the future shall also apply to and be in full effect within the boundaries of all said outlying real property, insofar as they may be applicable.

Any words in any Ordinance indicating that the effect of an ordinance provision is limited to the corporate limits of the City shall be deemed to mean and include also the said outlying real property belonging to, or under the control of the City, unless the context clearly indicates otherwise.

Sec.  11-7. Separatibility Clause:  Code and Ordinances.


If a part of this Code or of any Ordinance passed by the Council after this Code goes into effect is invalid, all valid parts which are severable from the invalid parts remain in effect. If a part of this Code or of any Ordinance passed hereafter is invalid in one or more of its applications, the part remains in effect in all valid applications which are which are severable from the invalid applications.

Article 4. Oklahoma Municipal League

Sec.  11-8. Authority to Secure Services of League.


The City is authorized to secure the services of the Oklahoma Municipal League and to be a member thereof.

Article 5. General and Specific Penalties for Violations of 
Traffic and Other Misdemeanors.

Sec.  11-9. 
Except as otherwise provided by State Law, whenever in this Code or in any Ordinance of the City an act is prohibited or is made or declared to be unlawful or an offense for a misdemeanor, or whenever in the Code or Ordinance the doing of any act is required or the failure to do any act is declared to be unlawful, where no specific penalty is provided therefore, the violation of any provision of this Code or of any Ordinance upon conviction, shall be punished by a fine not exceeding $500.00 plus Fees and Costs or by imprisonment for not more than Thirty (30) Days, or both such fine and imprisonment plus costs and fees.  Each day or any portion of a day during which any violation of this Code or of any Ordinance shall continue shall constitute a separate offense.

Sec.  11-10. 


Any person who shall aid, abet, or assist in the violation of any provision of this Code or any other Ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished as provided in this section.

Sec.  11-11. 


The City Council may from time to time adopt by Ordinance, motion or resolution, a schedule of specific penalties not to exceed $500.00 for violation of specific offenses. A copy of this schedule shall be available to the public and the City Clerk and Court Clerk’s offices.

Sec. 11-12. Fine Schedule

The Municipal Court Judge shall exercise discretion in determining the amount of the fine, up to the maximum fine listed.  A Deferral fee of $100 may be assessed by the Municipal Judge in the event a request is made to defer a charge from an individual’s driving record.  The Deferral fee must be paid at the time of the court appearance.  

A plea of Not Guilty allows the individual the opportunity for a trial.  As this is municipal court, the City of Konawa is not responsible to provide a defense attorney.  A cash bond in the amount of the fine is required to enter a plea of Not Guilty.

Court Costs assessed:

$30.00 each offense ($5 of which is designated for police equipment) 

$9.00 CLEET Assessment

$5.00 AFIS

$5.00 Forensic

Total Costs and Fees of $49.00.  
The only exception for cost costs is a Seat Belt fine. 

Jail cost in the amount of $30.00 per day is to be added to all other costs and fees.  

Failure to Appear is an additional fine of $100. 

Warrant fee is an addition fee of $250.00.  
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
