Chapter 12

HEALTH AND SAFETY

Note:
For the Health Department, see Chapter 1 of this Code.

Article 1. Toilet Facilities

Sec. 12-1. Definitions.


(a)
The term “human excrement” as used herein means the bowel and kidney discharge of human beings.


(b)
The term “sanitary water closet” as used herein means the flush type toilet which is connected with a sanitary sewer line of such capacity and construction as to carry away the contents at all times.


(c)
The term “sanitary pit privy” as used herein means a privy which is built, rebuilt or constructed so as to conform to the specifications approved by the State Health Department.


(d)
“Health Officer” and “Chief of Police”. The term Health Officer and Chief of Police as used in this Article shall be construed to mean the persons elected or appointed to said positions according to the laws governing such elections or appointments or person or persons authorized

to act as their agents.

Sec. 12-2. Owner to provide proper toilet facilities.


Every owner of a residence or other building in which humans reside, are employed, or congregate within this City shall install, equip and maintain adequate sanitary facilities for the disposal of human excrement; namely a

sanitary water closet or closets or a sanitary pit privy or privies. The closets and toilets hereby required shall be of the sanitary water closet type when located within two hundred and fifty (250) feet of a sanitary water sewer

and accessible thereto, and of the sanitary water closet type (notwithstanding a greater distance from a sanitary sewer) or the water closet type emptying into a septic tank system of the pit privy type; provided that a septic tank system or pit privy may be used in such cases only if it meets the standards of and is approved by the Health Department.

Sec. 12-3. Proper disposal of human excrement required.


All human excrement disposed of within this City shall be disposed of by depositing it in closets and privies of the type hereinabove provided for. It is unlawful for any owner of property within the City to permit the disposal

of human excrement within the City in any other manner.

Sec.
12-4.
Unauthorized
facilities declared public nuisances; offense.


All facilities for the disposal of human excrement

in a manner different from that required by this Article, and all privies and closets so constructed, situated, or maintained as to endanger the public health, are hereby declared to be public nuisances, and may be dealt with and

abated as such. Any person maintaining any such nuisance is guilty of an offense, and each day upon which any such nuisance continues is a separate offense.

Sec. 12-5. Permit to build tank or closet.


No septic tank, liquefying closet, nor chemical closet shall be constructed within the Corporate Limits of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, without a permit from the City Health Officer or County Health Office; and same must comply with the requirements of the State Health Department.

Article 2. Food Service Sanitation

Sec. 12-6. U.S. Food Service Sanitation Ordinance adopted.


(a) The definitions; the inspection of food service establishments; the issuance, suspension and revocation of permits to operate food service establishments; the prohibiting of the sale of adulterated or misbranded food

or drink; and the enforcement of this Article shall be regulated in accordance with the unabridged form of the current edition of the “United States Public Health Service Food Service Sanitation Ordinance and Code”, at least One

(1) certified copy of which shall be on file in the office of the City Clerk.


(b) In said Ordinance all parenthetical phrases referring to grading and subsection H. 2. e. shall be understood to be deleted.


(c) Subsection H. 7. and H. 8. shall be understood to be deleted.

Sec. 12-7. No fee required for permit.


No fee shall be required for a permit to operate a food service establishment.

Article 3. Milk and Milk Products

Sec. 12-8. Milk Ordinance adopted.


The production, transportation, processing, handling, sampling, examination, grading, labeling, and sale of all milk and milk products sold for the ultimate consumption within the City or its police jurisdiction; the inspection of dairy herds, dairy farms, and milk plants; the issuing and revocation of permits to milk producers, hauler, and distributors shall be regulated in accordance with the provision of the Milk Ordinance          Recommendations of the Public Health Service Revised to Comply with Oklahoma State Statutes, a certified copy of which shall be filed in the office of the City Clerk; provided, that Sections 9 and 16 of said unabridged Ordinance shall be replaced respectively by Sections 12-9 and 12-14 below.

Sec. 12-9. Grades of milk which may be sold.


Only certified pasteurized and grade A pasteurized, and certified raw and/or grade A raw milk and milk products shall be sold to the final consumer or to restaurants, soda fountains, grocery stores, or similar establishments;

provided, that in an emergency, the sale of pasteurized milk and milk products which have not been graded, or the grade of which is unknown, may be authorized by the health authority; in which case, such milk and milk products shall be labeled “ungraded.”

Sec. 12-10. Enforcement by whom.


All sampling, examining, grading, and regrading of milk and milk products and all inspections, and issuing and suspension or revocation of permits shall be done by the Director of the Cooperative Health Department or his authorized representative, who shall be a registered professional sanitarian.

Sec. 12-11. Expectorating on street, sidewalk, etc.


Any person expectorating on the street or sidewalk or on the ground or floor of any public place shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.

Sec. 12-12. Obnoxious weeds, etc., prohibited; public nuisances.


It is unlawful for the owner, tenant or person in charge of a lot, tract or parcel of land, whether vacant or not, to permit an obnoxious growth of weeds, grass or other vegetation thereon.

Sec. 12-13. Abandoned ice boxes, refrigerators, etc.


It is unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to leave in a place accessible to children any abandoned or discarded ice box, refrigerator, or other container which has an air-tight door with a lock or other fastening device which cannot be easily released for opening from the inside of the ice box, refrigerator or container, without first removing the door, lock or fastener.

Article 5. Penalty

Sec. 12-14. Penalty.


Any person who violates any provision of this Chapter or of the Milk Ordinance adopted by Section 12-8 of this Chapter, or of the United States Public Health Service Food Service Sanitation Ordinance and Code adopted by Section 12-6 of this Chapter, is guilty of an offense, and upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a fine of not more than Thirty- Five Dollars ($35.00), including costs, in addition thereto, such person may be enjoined from continuing such violations. Each day upon which a violation occurs

constitutes a separate violation.
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
