Chapter 17

PLANNING AND ZONING

Article 1. Planning Commission

Sec. 17-1
Planning and Zoning Commission

The City Council shall function as the Planning and Zoning Commission and conduct all business regarding the planning and zoning for the City of Konawa.  

Sec. 17-2
Zoning Variance

An individual or business may request a variance of the zoning by making a formal request in writing for discussion and approval by the City Council.  A granted variance may be either permanent, temporary or restricted as the City Council deems is in the best interest of the City.

 Sec. 17-3 
Subdivision of land.


All plans, plats, and replats of land laid out in Two (2) or more lots, plats

or parcels, or streets or alleys, or other right of ways shall be submitted to the City Council for approval.

Article 2. Zoning Regulations and Housing Code

Sec. 17-4
 Zoning Ordinance and Housing Code

Ordinance No. 199, the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma (which also adopts a Housing Code), passed by the Mayor and City Council on November 20, 1967, and all amendments thereto, of which at least Three (3)

Copies are on file with the City Clerk.  Ordinance No. 199 is hereby continued in full force and effect the same as if it were included in full in this Code of Ordinances.

Sec. 17-5
Central Commercial Business District

The Central Commercial Business District is identified as Broadway from 3rd Street to South Street on both East and West sides of the road.  The zoning for this area is C-2.   The 1st floor of the buildings in this area are restricted from use as residences, two family residences or multi-family residences.    Any building being used as a residence as of May 15, 2009 must be in compliance by June 1, 2011.

Article 4. Penalty

Sec. 17-7
 Penalty

A violation of this Chapter shall be deemed a misdemeanor and shall be punishable by fine. Any person, firm or corporation who violates or refuses to comply with any of the provisions of this Chapter shall be subject to a fine in the amount of Thirty-five ($35.00) including costs for each offense. Each day that a violation is permitted to exist shall constitute a separate offense.
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
