Chapter 20

STREETS, SIDEWALKS, AND OTHER PUBLIC AREAS

Article 1. Use and Obstruction of Streets and Sidewalks

Sec. 20-1. Trees permitted on residential streets.


Permission is hereby given to any owner, lessee or occupant of any property abutting on any residential street to set out and grow any kind of tree for shade purposes between the property line and the curb line of such property line, such trees to be set on a line or lines running parallel with the line of such property and shall not be set or grown in any other place or in any other manner.

Sec. 20-2. Decayed trees to be removed.


All decayed, dead or broken trees and all dead, decayed or broken parts of trees, which are unsightly and liable to fall or be blown down, and which are standing near any sidewalk in this City, shall be removed by the owner or occupant or person having charge of the adjacent property or the property on which same are located.

Sec. 20-3. Trees and shrubbery to be trimmed.


The owner of any premises abutting on any street of this City shall trim all trees and shrubbery growing in the parking, between the sidewalks and the roadway, of any such street, and all tress and shrubbery growing on any part of the premises adjacent to the sidewalks or any street or alley, in such manner that the boughs or limbs thereof shall not obstruct free and convenient passage and travel along the streets, sidewalks and alleys. When such premises are occupied by some person other than the owner, such

occupant shall trim the trees and shrubbery in the same manner as  hereinbefore required of the owner. Such trees and shrubbery shall be trimmed so that the lowest branches or foliage shall not be longer than Ten (10) Feet above the roadway of a street or alley, nor lower than Eight (8)  Feet above the sidewalk.

Sec. 20-4. Penalty for violation of above section.


Any owner or occupant who shall fail, refuse or neglect to trim trees and shrubbery as provided in the above section, after receiving Five (5) Days notice from the Superintendent of Streets to do so, shall be guilty of an offense against the City. Every day that the said owner or occupant shall fail, refuse or neglect to trim said trees or shrubbery, after the expiration of the Five (5) Days’ notice, shall be a separate offense.

Sec. 20-5. Unlawful to injure trees and shrubbery.


It is unlawful for any person to injure any tree or shrubbery on a street or alley in the City; provided that this shall not prohibit the lawful and proper care and removal of such trees and shrubbery.

Sec. 20-6. Unlawful to obstruct sidewalks, parkways, streets and alleys with merchandise, etc.


It is unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to place upon or permit to be placed upon the sidewalks, parkways, streets and alleys of the City any goods, wares, articles of merchandise or any other obstruction, and leave same thereon; or tO use the same as a place to carry on a business or trade.

Sec. 20-7. Unlawful to unduly obstruct sidewalks, streets, alleys, and easements.


(A)
It is unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to use or obstruct the sidewalks of the City in any manner so as to interfere unduly with pedestrian traffic thereon, or to use or to construct encroachments in such a way that they obstruct the streets, alleys, and or easements of the City in any manner so as to interfere unduly with lawful vehicle traffic as well as access to and parking thereon.


(B)
That any existing encroachment already present and with the consent of the City shall be allowed to remain until said encroachment or obstruction is destroyed or removed at which time said encroachment shall not be rebuilt on the easement, street,~ sidewalk or alley involved. Should a utility located in easement need to be serviced then said encroachment, if it is in the way, the City or their designee, i.e. utility company, may remove the encroachment, at the expense of the owner of said encroachment, same not to be rebuilt on City easement.

Sec. 20—8. Unlawful to deposit trash, etc., upon streets or sidewalks.


It is unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to deposit, throw or sweep into or upon the streets, alleys, parking or sidewalks of the City any paper, rubbish, grass, weeds, tree trimmings, dirt, trash, crates, boxes or other

refuse of any kind.

Sec. 20—9.
Unlawful to congregate on streets, sidwalks, etc.


It is unlawful for any person or persons to obstruct the free use of any street, alley, sidewalk or other public way or walk by congregating or assembling thereon.

Sec. 20-10. Street, etc., not to be obstructed so as to interfere with drainage.


(a) It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to obstruct any street, sidewalk or alley within the City, by placing any approach driveway or other obstruction or substance whatever that will obstruct or

prevent the natural flow of water upon the streets, alleys, sidewalks or gutters.


(b) Any such obstruction is hereby declared to be a nuisance; and the street department may abate it at any time, either with or without notice to owners or occupants of abutting property owners.

Sec. 20-11. Not to keep articles on sidewalks.


No person, firm or corporation shall cause or allow to be caused the storage, display or keeping of any goods, wares or merchandise, for any purpose, upon any sidewalk within the corporate limits of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma.

Sec. 20-12. Unlawful to play in streets.


It is unlawful for any person to play upon the main traveled portion of the streets and alleys of the City except as may be authorized by Ordinance.

Sec. 20—13. Vehicles not to be washed on streets.


The washing of an automobile or other vehicle in any street of the City is hereby prohibited.

 Sec. 20-14.
Water, mud, etc., from vehicle not to drain onto street.


No automobile or other vehicle shall be washed at any place within the City where to water, dirt, mud or other substances removed therefrom by or during the washing thereof, shall drain into or upon any street or sidewalk of the City.

Sec. 20-15. Water, etc., from filling stations and other businesses.


It is unlawful for any owner or operator of a filling station or other place of business, or any agent or employee thereof, to cause or allow water, grease or other fluid to flow or drain into, upon, over or across any sidewalk,

parking, street, alley or other public way.

Sec. 20-16. Driving on newly paved streets.


It shall be unlawful for any person to ride or drive any animal or to drive any vehicle over any newly paved street, avenue or alley in this City before such paving shall have been accepted by this City, and before the same

shall have been formally opened by this City for public travel thereon. Provided, the contractor or other person having charge of such paving, shall erect and maintain barriers at the end of the streets, avenues and alleys on

which such paving is being done, as well as at all street intersections thereon.

Sec. 20-17. Cars or other vehicles parked, stored, etc., on streets.


Cars and other vehicles shall not be left parked, strored or remain unattended on streets for any period in excess of Twenty-four (24) Hours. Cars so left may be impounded and upon notice to the registered owner, such car or vehicle may be sold after Thirty (30) Days’ notice, to defray the cost of towing and storage.

Article 2  Street Renovation

Sec. 20-18. Cutting streets and sidewalks; restrictions.


It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation to cut any ditch or pathway or lane in any of the paved streets, blacktop streets, and dirt and gravel streets in the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, without first obtaining a permit therefore, and an agreement to replace said pavement or streets in a near to the manner it was in before the cutting into of said pavement or streets and the removal of the concrete or blacktop or dirt or gravel therefrom.

Sec. 20-19. Permits:
Pavement; blacktop; dirt or gravel.


(a) Before cutting into any pavement, a permit must be obtained from the City Clerk of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, and the person obtaining said permit must pay the sum of One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) for the cutting into any paved concr.ete street in the City of Konawa, Oklahoma.


(b) Before cutting into any blacktop street, a permit must be obtained by the person from the City Clerk of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, and pay a fee of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) therefore.


(c) Before any person shall cut any dirt or gravel street, they shall obtain a permit from the City Clerk of said City, and pay a fee in the sum of Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00). (Ord. 234, SS 2.)

Sec. 20-20. . Permits provisional.


Any person obtaining a permit hereunder as provided by this Article, shall be bound to replace said concrete pavement and dirt and gravel removed therefrom and the blacktop removed from sai.d blacktop street., and dirt or

sand and gravel on the dirt and gravel or gravel street, and shall replace them in as much and in as near as good condition as they were before they cut into said street and they shall do so at their own expense. (Ord. 234, SS 3.)

Sec. 20-21. Reconditioning streets.


The reconditioning of said street or streets shall be under the supervision and approval or disapproval of the City Manager of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma. (Ord. 234, SS 4.)

Sec. 20-22. Fees; permits:  Collecting; issuing, etc.


The City Clerk of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, shall be responsible for the collection of said fees and issuing said permits and any person violating any portion of this article or failing to obtain a permit before cutting into any street in the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall pay a fine in the sum of Thirty-five Dollard ($35.00) for each day he has cut and not replaced same. (Ord. 234. SS 5..)

Article 3. Penalty.

Sec. 20-23. Penalty.


(a)
Any person, firm or corporation who violates any provision of this chapter as herein adopted or as may be subsequently amended, by doing any act prohibited or declared to be unlawful thereby or declared to be a nuisance, an offense or misdemeanor thereby, or who fails to do any act

required by any such provisions, or who fails to do any act when any such provision declares such failure to be unlawful or to be an offense or misdemeanor, or who violates or fails or refuses to carry out any lawful order of the City made pursuant to provisions of this Code or subsequent

amendments thereto, is guilty of an offense and upon conviction thereof, shall be punished at the discretion of the Judge of the Municipal Court by a fine of not more than Thirty-five Dollars ($35.00) including costs.


(b)
No penalty imposed by and pursuant to subsection (a) of this Section shall interfere with the right of the City also to apply to the proper Courts of the State for an injunction, writ of mandamus or other appropriate action against such person, firm or corporation.
