Chapter 22

TRANSPORTATION

Article 1. Railroads

Sec. 22-1.  Railroads to improve streets and alleys.


When a railway occupies any portion of a street with its tracks running in a general direction of such street, either on or adjacent thereto, the railway company shall improve the space between its tracks and Two (2) Feet on either side thereof in the same manner that the remainder of the street is to be, or has been, improved, or with such other satisfactory material as the Council by Motion or Resolution may approve. In case any railway company shall occupy an alley with its track or tracks, such company shall improve, gutter, drain, and grade such alley, and shall surface or pave it with the same material which is to be, or has been, used on the alley, or with such other satisfactory material as the Council by Motion or Resolution may approve. When the tracks of any railroad company cross any street that is being or has been paved, the company shall pave as much of the street as is occupied by its track or tracks and Two (2) Feet on each side, using the same material as is to be, or has been, used on the street, or such other satisfactory material as crosses a street within a distance of One Hundred (100) Feet, measuring from inside rail to inside rail, the railroad company shall grade, gutter, drain, and curb the street area between its tracks, and surface or pave it with the same material which the City is to use or has used, on the street. Railroad companies shall keep all such improvements made by them in a good state of repair at all times.

Sec. 22-2. Sidewalks to be constructed by railroads.


Railway companies shall construct sidewalks crossing their rights of way, using the same material as is used in adjacent sidewalks insofar as this is practicable under the circumstances. They shall construct sidewalks on both sides of the streets when both sides are used by pedestrians.  The company shall keep such sidewalks in a good state of repair at all times.


Note:
The above section follows generally 11 O.S. 1980 Supp., Ss 36—117. 11 0.S. 1980 Supp., SS 36—118 provides that, if the railroad company refuses to improve the streets and build sidewalks as provided by the two above sections, the city may do so at the railroad company’s expense, and sue in the district court to collect from the company.


11 O.S. 1980 Supp., SS 36-118 provides also that the City shall have a lien on the property of the company for the amount of such expense.

Sec. 22-3. Climbing on trains.


It is unlawful for any person to climb upon, hold to, or in any manner attach himself to, any railway train, locomotive, or railway car, while such is in motion within the City, unless such person is acting in line of duty; or to board any train or railroad car (passenger, freight or other) except with a proper ticket or the permission of the person in charge of the train or car or in line of duty.

Sec. 22-4. Trespassing.


Every person is forbidden, without right, from standing, walking sitting, running, or reclining, upon a railroad track or right of way, within the corporate limits of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma.

Sec. 22-5. Loitering.


Every person is forbidden, without right, from loitering or remaining within a railroad station building, or upon a railroad station platform or upon a railroad yard, railroad ground, or railroad right of way, within the corporate limits of the City of Konawa, Oklahoma after being requested to leave said railroad station, building, railroad station platform railroad ground, or railroad right of way, by an employee of the persons, firm or corporation operating such railroad.

Sec. 22-6. Speed of trains.


It is unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to operate or drive a train or railroad engine at a speed greater than Twenty (20) Miles per hour within the corporate limits of the City.

For provisions relating to trains blocking streets, see Section 20-90 of this Code.
Article 2. Penalty

Sec. 22-7. Penalty.


Any person, firm, or corporation who violates any provision of this Chapter, shall be guilty of an offense, and upon conviction thereof, shall be fined in any sum not to exceed Thirty-five Dollars ($35.00), including costs. Each day upon which a violation continues shall be deemed a separate offense.
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
