Chapter 24

TRAFFIC

Article 1. Words and Phrases Defined

Sec. 24-1.
Definition of words and phrases.


The following words and phrases, when used in this chapter, have the meanings respectively ascribed to them in this section:

(A) Authorized emergency vehicle. - Vehicles of the fire department, police vehicles, and ambulances.

(B)  All Terrain Vehicle. – A motorized flotation-tired vehicle with four low-pressure tires.  Rider and vehicle combined must be at least 4’ tall or an additional 7’ safety pole with an orange topper will be required to be attached to the vehicle.  All vehicles included dirt bikes or motor cycles must have a way to hold itself upright properly and may not be leaned against another object to stand upright.
(C) Bicycle. - Every device propelled by human power upon which any person may ride, having two tandem wheels either of which is more than 20 inches in diameter.
(D) Bus. - Every motor vehicle designed for carrying more than ten passengers and used for the transportation of persons; and every motor vehicle, other than a taxicab, designed and used for the transportation of persons for compensation.
(E)  Business district. - The territory continuous to and including a highway when within a 600 feet along such highway there are buildings in use for business or industrial purposes, including but not limited to hotels, banks, office buildings, railroad stations, and public buildings, which occupy at least 300 feet of frontage on one side or 300 feet collectively on both sides of the highway.
(F) City Streets. – City streets as defined for the purpose of Article 19 are defined as all locally maintained streets, but do not include state highways.
(G) Controlled-access highway. Every highway, street, or roadway in respect to which owners or occupants of abutting lands and other persons have no legal right of access to or from the same except at such points only and in such manner as may be determined by the public authority having jurisdiction over such highway, street, or roadway.
(H) Cross walk.
(1)
That part of a roadway at an intersection included within the connections of the lateral lines of the sidewalks on opposite sides of the highway measured from the curbs or, in the absence of curbs, from the edges of the traversable roadway.

(2)
Any portion of a roadway at an intersection or elsewhere distinctly indicated for pedestrian crossing by lines or other markings on the surface. 

(I) Curb loading zone. - A space adjacent to a curb reserved for the exclusive use of vehicles during the loading or unloading of passengers or materials.
(J) Driver. - Every person who drives or is in actual physical control of a vehicle.
(K)  Freight curb loading zone. - A space adjacent to a curb for the exclusive use of vehicles during the loading or unloading of freight or passengers.
(L) Highway or street. - The entire width between the boundary lines of every way publicly maintained when any part thereof is open to the use of the public for purposes of vehicular travel. The words “highway” and “street” are synonymous herein.
(M) Intersection.
(1)
The area embraced within the prolongation or connection of the lateral curb lines, or, if none, then the lateral boundary lines of the roadways of two highways which join one another at or approximately at, right angles, or the area within which vehicles traveling upon different highways joining at any other angle may come in conflict.

(2)
Where a highway includes two roadways thirty feet or more apart, then every crossing of each roadway of such divided highway by an intersecting highway shall be regarded as a separate intersection. In the event such intersecting highway also includes two roadways thirty feet or more apart, then every crossing of two road-ways of such highways shall be regarded as a separate intersection.
(N) Laned roadway. - A roadway which is divided into two or more clearly marked lanes for vehicular traffic.
(O) Motor vehicle- Every vehicle which is self-propelled and every vehicle which is propelled by electric power obtained from overhead trolley wires, but not operated upon rails.
(P) Motorcycle- Every motor vehicle having a seat or saddle for the use of the rider and designed to travel on not more than three wheels in contact with the ground, but excluding a tractor. All vehicles including dirt bikes or motor cycles must have a way to hold itself upright properly and may not be leaned against another object to stand upright.
(Q) Official time standard- Whenever certain hours are named herein, they shall mean standard time or daylight-saving time as may be in current use in this city.
(R) Official traffic control devices. - All signs, barricades, signals, markings, and devices not inconsistent with this chapter placed or erected by authority of a public body or official having jurisdiction, for the purpose of regulating, warning, or guiding traffic.
(S) Park or parking. - Means the standing of a vehicle, whether occupied or not, otherwise than temporarily for the purpose of and while actually engaged in loading or unloading merchandise or passengers.
(T) Passenger curb loading zone - A place adjacent to a curb reserved for the exclusive use of vehicles during the loading or unloading of passengers.
(U) Pedestrian. - Any person afoot.
(V) Person. - Every natural person, firm, co-partnership, association, or corporation.
(W) Police officer. - Every officer of the municipal police department or any officer authorized to direct or regulate traffic or to make arrests for violations of traffic regulations.
(X) Private road or driveway. - Every way or place in private ownership and used for vehicular travel by the owner and those having express or implied permission from the owner, but not by other persons.
(Y) Railroad. - A carrier of persons or property upon cars, other than streetcars, operated upon stationary rails.
(Z) Railroad train. - A steam engine, electric or other motor, with or without cars coupled thereto, operated upon rails, except streetcars.
(AA) Resident district. - The territory continuous to and including a highway not comprising a business district when the property on such highway for a distance of 300 feet or more is in the main improved with residences or residences and buildings in use for business.
(AB)  Right of way. - The privilege of the immediate use of the roadway.
(AC) Roadway. - That portion of a highway improved, designed, or ordinarily used for vehicular travel, exclusive of the shoulder. In the event a highway includes two or more separate roadways, the term “roadway” as used herein refers to any such roadway separately but not to all such road-ways collectively.
(AD) Safety zone or island. - An area or space officially set apart within a roadway for the exclusive use of pedestrians and which is protected or is so marked or indicated by adequate signs as to be plainly visible at all times while set apart as a safety zone or island.

(1)
School zone is designated as 300 feet in each direction from the school property boundaries. 

(AE) Sidewalk. - That portion of a street between the curb lines, or the lateral lines of a roadway, and the adjacent property lines, intended for the use of pedestrians.
(AF) Stand or standing- Means the halting of a vehicle, whether occupied or not, otherwise than temporarily for the purpose of and while actually engaged in receiving or discharging passengers.
(AG) Stop. - When required, means complete cessation from movement.
(AH) stop or stopping. - When prohibited, means any halting even momentarily of a vehicle, whether occupied or not, except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with the directions of a police officer or traffic control sign or signal.
(AI) Through highway.- Every highway or portion thereof on which vehicle traffic is given preferential right of way, and at the entrances to which vehicular traffic from intersecting highways is required by law to yield right of way to vehicles on such through highway in obedience to either a stop sign or a yield sign, when such signs are erected as provided in this chapter.
(AJ) Traffic. - Pedestrians, ridden or herded animals, vehicles, and other conveyances either singly or together while using any highway for purposes of travel.
(AK) Traffic control signal. - Any device, whether manually, electrically, or mechanically operated, by which traffic is alternately directed to stop and to proceed.
(AL) Urban district. - The territory continuous to and including any street which is built up with structures devoted to business, industry, or dwelling houses situated at intervals of less than 100 feet for a distance of a quarter of a mile or more.
(AM) Vehicle. - Every device in, upon, or by which any person or property is or may be transported or drawn upon a highway, excepting devices moved by human power or used exclusively upon stationary rails or tracks.

Article 2. Traffic Administration;

Obedience to Traffic Regulations

Sec. 24-2.
Duty of police department and fire department.


(A)
It is the duty of the police department to enforce the street traffic regulations of this city and all of the state vehicle laws applicable to street traffic in this city, to make arrests for traffic violations, to investigate accidents, and to cooperate with other officers of the city in the administration of the traffic laws and in developing ways and means to improve traffic conditions, and to carry out those duties specially imposed upon the department by this chapter and any other traffic ordinances of this city.


(B)
Officers of the police department or such officers as are assigned by the chief of police are hereby authorized to direct all traffic by voice, hand, or signal in conformance with traffic laws and ordinances; provided that, in the event of a fire or other emergency or to expedite traffic or to safeguard pedestrians, officers of the police department may direct traffic as conditions may require notwithstanding the provisions of the traffic laws and ordinances.


(C)
Officers of the fire department, when at the scene of a fire or other emergency, may direct or assist the police in directing traffic thereat or in the immediate vicinity.

Sec. 24-3.
Emergency and experimental regulations.


(A)
The city manager, subject to any directions which the council may give by motion or resolution, is hereby empowered to make regulations necessary to make effective the provisions of the traffic ordinances of this city and to make temporary or experimental regulations to cover emergencies or special conditions. No such temporary or experimental regulation shall remain in effect for more than ninety (90) days.


(B)
The city manager may have traffic control devices tested under actual conditions of traffic.

Sec. 24-4
Required obedience to traffic chapter.

An offense against the city will result when any person who performs any forbidden act in this chapter.

Sec. 24-5
Obedience to police and fire department officials.


No person shall willfully fail or refuse to comply with any lawful order or direction of a police officer or fire department official.

Sec. 24-6.
Persons propelling push carts, riding animals, or driving animal-drawn vehicles to obey traffic regulations.


Every person propelling any push cart or riding an animal upon a roadway, and every person driving any animal—drawn vehicle, shall be subject to the provisions of this chapter applicable to the driver of any vehicle, except those provisions of this chapter which by their very nature can have no application.

Sec. 24-7.
Use of coasters, roller skates, and similar devices restricted.

No person upon roller skates, or riding in or by means of any coaster, toy vehicle, or similar device shall go upon any roadway except while crossing a street on a cross walk; and when so crossing, such person shall be granted all of the rights and shall be subject to all of the duties applicable to pedestrians. This section shall not apply upon any street while set aside as a play street as authorized by ordinance of this city.

Sec. 24-8.
Public officers and employees to obey traffic regulations.

The provisions of this chapter shall apply to the driver of any vehicle owned by or used in the service of the United States Government, any state, county, city, or other governmental unit or agency, as well as to other vehicles; and it is unlawful for any such driver to violate any of the provisions of this chapter, except as otherwise permitted in this chapter or by state statute; provided that this chapter shall not apply to the military forces of the United States and organizations of the National Guard when performing any military duty.

Sec. 24-9.
Persons working on streets; exceptions.


Unless specifically made applicable the provisions of this chapter, except those relating to reckless driving and driving while intoxicated, shall not apply to persons, teams, motor vehicles, and other equipment while actually engaged in work upon the surface of a street, or to persons, motor vehicles, and other equipment while actually engaged in construction, maintenance, or repair of public utilities; provided that all highway and public utility operations shall be protected by adequate warning signs,  signals, devices, or flagmen; but the provisions of this chapter shall apply to such persons and vehicles when traveling to or from such work.

Sec. .24-10.
Maintenance and construction zones, etc.


(A)
City personnel or contractors, while repairing or improving the streets of the city, and city personnel and utility companies, when installing, improving, or repairing lines or other utility facilities in the streets, are hereby authorized as necessary, subject to control by the city manager, to close any street or section thereof to traffic during such repair, maintenance, or construction; and in exercising such authority, shall, erect proper control devices and barricades to warn and notify the public that the street has been closed to traffic.


(B)
When any street has been closed to traffic under the provisions of subsection (A) and traffic control devices or barricades have been erected, it is unlawful for any person to drive any vehicle through, under, over, or around such traffic control devices or barricades, or otherwise to enter the closed area; except that the provisions of this subsection shall not apply to persons while engaged in such construction, maintenance, and repair, or to persons entering therein for the protection of lives or property; provided that persons having their places of residence or places of business within the closed area may travel, when possible to do so, through the area at their own risk.


(C)
Whenever construction, repair, or maintenance of any street or utility line or facility is being performed under traffic, the city personnel, contractor, or utility company concerned shall erect, traffic control devices to warn and guide the public; and every person using such street shall obey all signs, signals, markings, flagmen, or other traffic control devices which are placed to regulate, control, and guide traffic through the construction or maintenance area.

Sec. 24-11.
Operation of authorized emergency vehicles.


(A)
The driver of an authorized emergency vehicle, when responding to an emergency call or when in the pursuit of an actual or suspected violator of the law or when responding to but not upon returning from a fire alarm, may exercise the privilege set forth in this section, but subject to the conditions stated.


(B)
The driver of an authorized emergency vehicle may:

(1)
Park or stand, irrespective of the provisions of this chapter.

(2)
Proceed past a red or stop signal or stop sign, but only after slowing down as may be necessary for safe operation.

(3)
Exceed the maximum speed limits so long as he does not endanger life or property; provided, however, no emergency vehicle except police vehicles shall exceed posted maximum speed limits by more than ten (10) miles per hour.

(4)
Disregard regulations governing direction of movement or turning in specified directions.


(C)
The exemptions granted in this section to an authorized emergency vehicle shall apply only when such vehicle is making use of audible and visual signals meeting the requirements of state law except, that an authorized emergency vehicle operated as a police vehicle need not be equipped with or display a red light visible from in front of the vehicle.


(D)
The provisions of this section shall not relieve the driver of an authorized emergency vehicle from the duty to drive with due regard for the safety of all persons, nor shall such provisions protect the driver from the consequences of his reckless disregard for the safety of others.

Sec. 24-12.
Operation of vehicles on approach of authorized emergency vehicle


(A)
Upon the immediate approach of an authorized emergency vehicle making use of audible and visual signals meeting the requirements of the laws of this state, or of a police vehicle properly and lawfully making use of an audible signal only, the driver of every other vehicle shall yield the right of way and shall immediately drive to a position parallel to, and as close as possible to, the right—hand edge or curb of the roadway clear of any intersection, and shall stop and remain in such position until the authorized emergency vehicle has passed, except when otherwise directed by a police officer.


(B)
This section shall not operate to relieve the driver of an authorized emergency vehicle from the duty to drive with due regard for the safety of a1l persons using the highway.

Sec. 24-13.
Report of accident.


The driver of a vehicle which is in any manner involved in an accident shall, as soon as practicable, report such accident to a police officer or to the police department. Making out a written report of the accident in the office of the police department as soon as practicable after the accident to be forwarded to the department of public safety of the state, in accordance with law, shall also be deemed compliance with this section.

Article 3.
Certain Vehicles Prohibited; Equipment; etc.

Sec. 24-14.
Vehicles injurious to streets.


No vehicles or object which injures or is likely to injure the surface of a street shall be driven or moved on any street.

Sec. 24-15.
Obstructive and dangerous vehicles.


No person shall drive any vehicle in such condition, so constructed, or so loaded, as to cause delay or be likely to cause delay in traffic, or as to constitute a hazard to persons or property, except by permit issued by the chief of police and in accordance with the terms of such permit.

Sec. 24-16.
Equipment.


Every vehicle operated upon the streets of the city shall be equipped as required by law; and it is unlawful to operate a vehicle upon a street of the city which is not equipped as required by law. It is also unlawful to fail to use such equipment in the manner required by law, or to use it in a manner prohibited by law. It is also unlawful to operate a vehicle which has equipment prohibited by law upon a street of the city.

(A)  Dynamic Braking Noise Prohibited:  It shall be unlawful for any person to cause unreasonable loud, or excessive noise within the City of Konawa by operating any motor vehicle with a Dynamic Braking Device engaged, (including “Jake” braking, engine braking, or compression braking devices), except for the aversion of imminent danger to persons or property.  As used in this section a Dynamic Braking Device (commonly referred to as “Jake Brakes”, “Jacobs Brakes”, engine brake, or compression brake) means a device or procedure primarily on trucks for the conversion of the engine from an internal combustion engine to an air compressor for the purpose of braking without the use of wheel brakes.  Emergency vehicles shall be exempt from this ordinance.  Signs shall be installed at the main arterial highways and truck routes leading into the City of Konawa that state that such ordnance is in effect.  The City Manager and/or his designees are authorized and directed to gain appropriate approval from the State of Oklahoma Department of Transportation to post appropriate signs consistent with the provisions of this ordinance and in accordance with State law and Administrative Code.  (24-16 (A) is added per Ordinance 07-312 passed 2-8-2007.)

Sec. 24-17.
Mufflers, cut-outs.


No motor vehicles with an internal combustion engine shall be operated within the city unless the exhaust from such engine is muffled by a suitable and sufficient muffler; and no muffler cut-out or exhaust or vacuum whistle shall be used on any motor vehicle while operating within the city, except that exhaust whistles may be used on authorized emergency vehicles.

Sec. .24-18.
Width, height, length, weight, and load.


No person shall drive or convey through any street any vehicle the width, height, length, weight, or load of which exceeds that authorized by state law, except in accordance with a permit issued by state authority or by the chief of police.

Sec. 24-19.
Inspection of vehicles.


Police officers shall have authority to inspect and test any vehicle upon the streets of the city at any time to determine whether it is safe, whether it is properly equipped, and/or whether its equipment is in proper adjustment and repair.

Article 4. Traffic—Control Devices

Sec. 24-20,
Authority to install traffic control devices.


The city manager, subject to any directions which the council may give by motion or resolution, shall have placed and maintained traffic control signs, signals, and devices when and as required under the traffic ordinances of this city to make effective the provisions of such ordinances, and may have placed and maintained such additional traffic control signs, signals, and devices as he may deem necessary to regulate traffic under the traffic ordinances of this city or under state law or to guide or warn traffic.

Sec., 24-21.
Manual and specifications for traffic control devices.

All traffic control signs, signals, and devices shall conform to the manual and specifications approved by the state highway department. All signs and signals required hereunder for a particular purpose shall so far as practicable be uniform as to type and location throughout the city. All traffic control devices so erected and not inconsistent with the provisions of state law or this chapter shall he official traffic control devices.

Sec. 24-22.
Obedience to official traffic control devices.


The driver of any vehicle shall obey the instructions of any official traffic control device applicable thereto placed in accordance with the provisions of this chapter or law, unless otherwise directed by a police officer, subject to the exceptions granted the driver of an authorized emergency vehicle in this chapter.

Sec. 24-23.
When traffic signs required for enforcement purposes.

No provision of this chapter for which signs are required shall, be enforced against an alleged violator if at the time and place of the alleged violation an official sign is not in proper position and sufficiently legible to be seen by an ordinarily observant person whenever a particular section does not state that signs are required, such section shall be effective even though no signs are erected or in place.

Sec. 24-24.
Traffic control signal legend.


Whenever traffic is controlled by traffic control signals exhibiting the words “Go”, “Caution”, or “Stop”, or exhibiting different colored lights successively one at a time, or with arrows, the following colors only shall be used, and the terms and lights shall indicate and apply to drivers of vehicles and pedestrians as follows:

(A)
Green alone or “Go”:

(1)
Vehicular traffic facing the signal may proceed straight through or turn right or left unless a sign or barricade at such place prohibits either such turn. But vehicular traffic, including vehicles turning right or left, shall yield the right of way to other vehicles and to pedestrians lawfully within the intersection or an adjacent cross walk at the time such signal is exhibited.

(2)
Pedestrians facing the signal may proceed across the Roadway within any marked or unmarked crosswalk.


(B)
Steady yellow alone or “Caution”:

(1)      Vehicular traffic facing the signal is thereby warned that the red or “Stop” signal will be exhibited immediately thereafter, and such vehicular traffic shall not enter or be crossing the intersection when the red or “Stop” signal is exhibited.

(2)
Pedestrians facing such signal are thereby advised that there is insufficient time to cross the roadway, and any pedestrian then starting to cross shall yield the right of way to all vehicles.

(C)
Steady red alone, or “Stop”:

(1)
Vehicular traffic facing the signal shall stop before entering the cross walk on the near side of the intersection or, if none, then before entering the intersection, and shall remain standing until green or “Go” is shown alone; provided that, after making such stop, vehicles near the right-hand edge or curb of the roadway may cautiously turn right on red when authorized by an official sign, but shall yield the right of way to pedestrians lawfully within a cross walk and to other traffic lawfully using the intersection.

(2)
No pedestrian facing such signal shall enter the roadway until the green or “Go” is shown alone or until authorized so to do by a pedestrian “Walk” signal.


(D)
Steady red with green arrow:

(1)
Vehicular traffic facing such signal may cautiously enter the intersection only to make the movement indicated by such arrow, but shall yield the right of way to pedestrians lawfully within a cross walk and to other traffic lawfully using the intersection.

(2)
No pedestrian facing such signal shall enter the roadway until the green or “Go” is shown alone or until authorized so to do by pedestrian “Walk” signal.

(E)
In the event an official traffic control signal is erected and maintained at a place other than an intersection, the provisions of this section shall be applicable except as to those provisions which by their nature can have no application. Any stop required shall be made at a sign or marking on the pavement indicating where the stop shall be made, but, in the absence of any such sign or marking, the stop shall be made at the signal.

Sec. 24-25.
Pedestrian—control signals.


Whenever special pedestrian-control signals exhibiting the words “Walk”, “Wait” or “Don’t Walk” are in place, such signals shall indicate as follows:

(A)
Walk.- Pedestrians facing such signal may proceed across the roadway in the direction of the signal and shall be given the right of way by the drivers of all vehicles.

(B)
Wait or Don’t Walk. - No pedestrian shall start to cross the roadway in the direction of such signal, but any pedestrian who has partially completed his crossing on the walk signal shall proceed to a sidewalk or safety island while the wait signal is showing.

Sec. 24-26.
Flashing signals.

(A)
Whenever an illuminated flashing red or yellow signal is used in a traffic sign or signal, it shall require obedience by vehicular traffic as follows:

(1)
Flashing red (stop signal). -When a red lens is illuminated with rapid intermittent flashes, drivers of vehicles shall stop before entering the nearest crosswalk at an Intersection or at a limit line when marked, or if none, then before entering the intersection; and the right to proceed shall be subject to the rules applicable after making a stop at a stop sign.

(2)
Flashing yellow (caution signal). -When a yellow lens is illuminated with rapid intermittent flashes, drivers of vehicles may proceed through the intersection, or pass such signal only with caution.


(B)
This section shall not apply at railroad grade crossings.

Sec. 24-27  Pedestrian-actuated school crossing signals.


Whenever a pedestrian-activated school crossing signal is provided, it requires obedience by vehicular traffic and pedestrians as follows:


(A)
Flashing yellow.

(1)
When a yellow lens is illuminated with rapid intermittent flashes, drivers or operators of vehicles may proceed through the intersection or pass such signal only with caution.

(2)
Pedestrians shall not proceed in conflict with traffic, but may actuate the signal control switch, and shall wait until steady red alone is shown before entering the roadway or intersection controlled by the signal.


(B)
Steady yellow alone.

(1)
Vehicular traffic facing the signal is thereby warned that the red or “Stop” signal will be exhibited immediately thereafter, and such vehicular traffic shall not enter or he crossing the intersection or pass the signal when the red or “Stop” signal is exhibited.

(2)
No pedestrian shall enter the roadway or intersection on which the signal controls vehicular traffic until steady red alone is shown.

(C)
Steady red.

(1)
Vehicular traffic facing the signal shall stop before entering the cross walk on the near side of the intersection, or, if none, then before passing the signal or entering the intersection, and shall remain standing until flashing yellow is shown alone.

(2)
Pedestrians may proceed across the road controlled by the signal, and shall be given the right of way by the drivers of all vehicles.


(D)
Steady red and steady yellow combined.

(1)
Vehicular traffic facing the signal is thereby warned that the flashing yellow signal will be exhibited immediately thereafter, and that such vehicular traffic shall remain standing until the flashing yellow is shown alone.

(2)
Pedestrians are thereby warned that the flashing yellow signal is about to be shown, and shall not enter the signal—controlled roadway or intersection, or in a direction which conflicts with the movement of vehicular traffic; but any pedestrian who has partially completed his crossing shall proceed to the nearest sidewalk or safety island, and shall be given, the right of way by the drivers of all vehicles.

Sec. 24-28     Display of unauthorized signs, signals, or markings.

(A)  
No person shall place, maintain, or display upon or in view of any highway an unauthorized sign, signal, marking, or device which purports to be or is an imitation of or resembles an official traffic—control device or railroad sign or signal, or which attempts to direct the movement of traffic, or which projects any flashing or revolving beams of light, or which hides from view or interferes with the effectiveness of any official traffic control device or any railroad sign or signal.

(B)  
No person shall place or maintain nor shall any public authority permit upon any highway any traffic sign, signal, or device bearing thereon any commercial advertising.

(C)  
This section shall not prohibit the erection upon private property adjacent to highways of signs giving useful directional information and of a type that cannot be mistaken for official signs.

(D)  
Every such prohibited sign, signal, marking, or device is hereby declared to be a public nuisance; and the city manager is hereby empowered to remove the same or cause it to be removed without notice.

Sec 24-29  Interference with official traffic control devices or railroad signs or signals.


No person shall, without lawful authority, attempt to or in fact alter, deface, injure, knock down, or remove any official traffic control device or any railroad sign or signal or any inscription, shield, or insignia thereon, or any other part thereof.

Sec. 24-30.
Play streets: Authority to establish.


The city manager, subject to any directions which the council may give by motion or resolution, shall have authority to declare any street or part thereof a play street and to have placed appropriate signs or devices in the roadway indicating and helping to protect the same.

Sec. 24-31.
Same:  Restrictions on use.


Whenever authorized signs are erected indicating any street or part thereof as a play street, no person shall drive a vehicle upon any such street or portion thereof except drivers of vehicles having business or whose residences are within such closed area; and then any such driver shall exercise the greatest care in driving upon any such street or portion thereof.

Sec. 24-32.
City manager to designate cross walks and establish safety zones.

(A)   
The city manager, subject to any directions which the council may give by motion or resolution, is hereby authorized 

(1)
To designate and maintain, by appropriate devices, marks, or lines upon the surface of the roadway, cross walks at intersections where in his opinion there is particular danger to pedestrians crossing the roadway, and at such other places as he may deem necessary; and

(2)
To establish safety zones or islands of such kind and character and at such places as he may deem necessary for the protection of pedestrians.

Sec. 24-33.
Traffic lanes.


(A)
The city manager, subject to any directions which the council may give by motion or resolution, is hereby authorized to have traffic lanes marked upon the roadway of any street-where a regular alignment of traffic is necessary.


(B)
Where such traffic lanes have been marked, it is unlawful for the operator of any vehicle to fail or refuse to keep such vehicle within the boundaries of any such lane except when lawfully passing another vehicle or preparatory to making a lawful turning movement or otherwise authorized by ordinance.

Article 5. Driving on Right Side of Roadway; Overtaking and Passing; etc.


Note:
For state law relating to driving on right side of road, etc., see 47 ü. s 1980 Supp., § 11-301 et seq.

Sec. 24-34.
Drive on right side of roadway; exceptions.


(A)
Upon all roadways of sufficient width, a vehicle shall be driven upon the right half of the roadway except as follows:

(1)
When overtaking and passing another vehicle proceeding in the same direction under the rules governing such movement.

(2)
When the right half of a roadway is closed to traffic while under construction or repair.

(3)
Upon a roadway divided into three marked lanes for traffic under the rules applicable thereon.

(4)
Upon a roadway designated and signposted for one way traffic.


(B)
Upon all roadways, any vehicle proceeding at less than the normal

speed of traffic at the time and place and under the conditions then existing shall be driven in the right-hand lane then available for traffic, or as close as practicable to the right-hand curb or edge of the roadway, except when overtaking and passing another vehicle proceeding in the same direction or when preparing for a left turn at an intersection or into a private road or driveway.

Sec. 24-35.
Passing vehicles proceeding in opposite directions.

Drivers of vehicles proceeding in opposite directions shall pass each other to the right; and upon roadways having width for not more than one line of traffic in each direction, each driver shall give to the other at least one-half of the main-traveled portion of the roadway as nearly as possible.

Sec. 24-36.
Overtaking a vehicle on the left.


(A)
The following rules shall govern the overtaking and passing of vehicles proceeding in the same direction, subject to those notations, exceptions, and special rules hereinafter stated:

(1)
The driver of a vehicle overtaking another vehicle proceeding in the same direction shall pass to the left thereof at a safe distance, and shall not again drive to the right side of the roadway until safely clear of the overtaken vehicle.

(2)
Except when overtaking and passing on the right is permitted, the driver of an overtaken vehicle shall give way to the right in favor of the overtaking vehicle on audible signal, and shall not increase the speed of his vehicle until completely passed by the overtaking vehicle.

Sec. 24-37.
When overtaking on the right is permitted.


(A)
The driver of a vehicle may overtake and pass upon the right of another vehicle only under the following conditions:

(1)
When the vehicle overtaken is making or about to make a left

(2)
Upon a street or highway with unobstructed pavement nor occupied by parked vehicles of sufficient width for two or more lines of moving vehicles in each direction.

(3)
Upon a one-way street or upon any roadway on which traffic is restricted to one direction of movement, where the roadway is free from obstructions and of sufficient width for two or more lines of moving vehicles.

(B)
The driver of a vehicle may overtake and pass another vehicle upon the right only under conditions permitting such movement in safety. In no event shall such movement be made by driving off the pavement or main-traveled portion of the roadway.

Sec. 24-38.
Limitations on overtaking on the left.


No vehicle shall be driven to the left side of the center of the roadway in overtaking and passing another vehicle proceeding in the same direction unless such left side is clearly visible and is free of oncoming traffic for a sufficient distance ahead to permit such overtaking and passing to be completely made without interfering with the safe operation of any vehicle approaching from the opposite direction or any vehicle overtaken. In every event, the overtaking vehicle must return to the right-hand side of the road-way before coming within 100 feet of any vehicle approaching from the opposite direction.

Sec. 24-39.
Further limitations on driving to left of center of roadway.


(A)
No vehicle shall at any time be driven to the left side of the roadway under the following conditions:

(1)
When approaching the crest of a grade or upon a curve in the highway where the driver’s view is obstructed within such distance as to create a hazard in the event another vehicle might approach from the opposite direction.

(2)
When approaching within 100 feet of or traversing any intersection or railroad grade crossing.

(3)
When the view is obstructed upon approaching within 100 feet of any bridge, viaduct, or tunnel. 


(B)
The foregoing limitations shall not apply upon a one-way roadway.

Sec. 24-40.
No-passing zones.


(A)
The Oklahoma Department of Highways as regards state and federal highways, and the city manager as regards all other streets, are hereby authorized to determine those portions of a highway where overtaking and passing or driving to the left of the roadway would be especially hazardous, and shall by appropriate signs or markings on the roadway have the beginning and end of such zones indicated. When such signs or markings are in place and clearly visible to an ordinarily observant person, every driver of a vehicle shall obey the directions thereof.


(B)
Where signs or markings are in place to define a no—passing zone as set forth in  subsection (A), no driver shall at any time drive to the left side of the roadway within such no—passing zone or on the left side of any pavement striping designed to mark such no—passing zone throughout its length.

Sec.. 24-41.
Driving on roadway laned for traffic.


(A)
Whenever any roadway has been divided into two or more clearly marked lanes for traffic, the following rules in addition to all others consistent herewith shall apply:

(1)
A vehicle shall be driven as nearly as practicable entirely within a single lane, and shall not be moved from such lane until the driver has first ascertained that such movement can be made with safety.

(2)
Upon a roadway which is divided into three lanes, a vehicle shall not be driven in the center lane except when overtaking and passing another vehicle where the roadway is clearly visible and such center lane is clear of traffic within a safe distance, or in preparation for a left turn, or where such center lane is at the time allocated exclusively to traffic moving in the direction the vehicle is proceeding and is signposted to give notice of such allocation.

(3)
Official signs may be erected directing slow-moving traffic to use a designated lane or designating those lanes to be used by traffic moving in a particular direction regardless of the center of the roadway, and drivers of vehicles shall obey the directions of every such sign.

Sec. 24-42.
Following to closely.


The driver of a motor vehicle shall not follow another vehicle more closely than is reasonable and prudent, having due regard for the speed of such vehicles and the traffic upon and the condition of the highway.
Article 6. Speed Regulations

Sec.. 24-43.
Basic rule and maximum limits.


(A)
Any person driving a vehicle on a street shall drive the same at a careful and prudent speed not greater than nor less than is reasonable and proper, having due regard to the traffic, surface and width of the highway, and any other condition then existing; and no person shall drive any vehicle upon a highway at a speed greater than will permit him to bring it to a stop within the assured clear distance ahead.


(B)
Except when a special hazard exists that requires lower speed for compliance with subsection (A) of this section, the limits specified in this chapter or established as hereinafter authorized shall be maximum lawful speeds, and no person shall drive a vehicle on a roadway at a speed in excess of such maximum limits as follows:

(1)
Twenty (20) miles per hour on any street adjacent to any school
(2)
Twenty-five (25) miles per hour on other streets and on streets adjacent to schools at other times than that specified immediately above; provided that the council by motion or resolution may reduce or increase this speed limit, and when it does so, appropriate signs shall be placed on such streets or parts of streets indicating the lower or higher speed limit.

Article 7. Reckless Driving; Driving while Intoxicated or 
Under Influence of Drugs; Driver’s License

Sec. 24-44.
Reckless driving.


Any person who drives any vehicle in a wanton manner without regard for the safety of persons or property is guilty of reckless driving, and upon conviction thereof, shall be punished as provided in this chapter.

Sec. 24-45.
Careless or negligent driving, stopping, or parking.


It is unlawful for any person to drive, use, operate, park, or stop any vehicle in a careless or negligent manner, or in such a manner as to endanger life, limb, person, or property, or as to interfere with the lawful movement of traffic or use of the streets.

Sec. 24-46.
Persons under the influence of intoxicating liquor or of drugs.

It is unlawful for any person who is under the influence of intoxicating liquor or drugs to drive or be in actual physical control of any vehicle within this city.

Sec. 24-47.
Driver’s license required.


It is unlawful for any person who does not have a driver’s license as required by state law for operation of a motor vehicle of any kind upon the state highways, to operate a motor vehicle within the city.

Sec. 24-48.
Unlawful to operate vehicle without state vehicle license.

It is unlawful to operate a vehicle of any kind upon a street of the city without a state vehicle license as may be required by law or to fail to display the state vehicle license as may be required by law. For off road vehicles the city vehicle permit must be current and displayed at all times. 

Sec. 24-49.
Not to permit persons without license to drive motor vehicle, etc.

It is unlawful for any person to authorize or knowingly permit a motor vehicle owned by him, or under his control, to be driven upon any street in the city by any person who is not authorized or licensed to drive a motor vehicle under the laws of the State of Oklahoma, or under the laws of the state of the driver’s residence.

Article 8. Turning Movements; Signals on Turning and Stopping


Note:
For state law on turning, etc., see 47 0. S. 1971 § 11-601 et seq.

Sec. 24-50.
Required position and method of turning at intersections.


The driver of a vehicle intending to turn at an intersection shall do so as follows:

(A) Right turns. - Both the approach for a right turn and a right turn shall be made as close as practicable to the right—hand curb or edge of the roadway.

(B) Left turns on two-way roadways. - At any intersection where traffic is permitted to move in both directions on each roadway entering the intersection, an approach for a left turn shall he made in that portion of the right half of the roadway nearest the center line thereof and by passing to the right of such center line where it enters the intersection; and after entering the intersection, the left turn shall be made so as to leave the intersection to the right of the center line of the roadway being entered. Whenever practicable, the left turn shall be made in that portion of the intersection to the left of the center of the intersection.

(C) Left turns on other than two-way roadways.- At any intersection where traffic is restricted to one direction on one or more of the roadways, the driver of a vehicle intending to turn left at any such intersection shall approach the intersection the extreme left-hand lane lawfully available to traffic moving in the direction of travel of such vehicle; and after entering the intersection, the left turn shall be made so as to leave the intersection, as nearly as practicable, in the left-hand lane lawfully available to traffic moving in such direction upon the roadway being entered.

Sec. 24-51.
Authority to place and obedience to turning markers.


(A)
The city manager, subject to any directions which the council may give by motion or resolution, is authorized to place markers, buttons, or signs within or adjacent to intersections indicating the course to be traveled by vehicles turning at such intersections; and such course to be traveled as so indicated may conform to or be other than as prescribed by law or ordinance.


(B)
When authorized markers, buttons, or other indications are placed within an intersection indicating the course to be traveled by vehicles turning thereat, no driver of a vehicle shall disobey the directions of such indications.

Sec. 24-52.
Authority to place restricted turn signs.


The city manager, subject to any directions which the council may give by motion or resolution, is hereby authorized to determine those intersections at which drivers of vehicles shall not make a right, left, or U turn, and shall have placed proper signs at such intersections. The making of such turns may be prohibited between certain hours of any day and permitted at other hours; in which event the same shall be plainly indicated on the signs, or they may be removed when such turns are permitted.

Sec. 24-53.
Obedience to no-turn signs.


Whenever authorized signs are erected indicating that no right or left or U turn is permitted, no driver of a vehicle shall disobey the directions of any such sign.

Sec. 24-54.
Limitations on turning around.


(A)
The driver of any vehicle shall not turn the vehicle so as to proceed in the opposite direction upon any street in the city except at an intersection; and furthermore, it is unlawful for the driver of a vehicle to make such a turn at any intersection 



(1)
where traffic control signals are installed;



(2)
where a police officer is directing traffic except at the latter’s direction; or



(3)
where an official “No U-turn” sign has been placed and is maintained.


(B)
When otherwise permitted, a U-turn may be made only when it can be made safely and without interfering with other traffic.

Sec. 24-55.
Turning movements and required signals.


(A)
No person shall turn a vehicle at an intersection unless the vehicle is in proper position upon the roadway as required by ordinance, or turn a vehicle to enter a private road or driveway, or otherwise turn a vehicle from a direct course or move right or left upon a roadway unless and until such movement can he made with reasonable safety. No person shall so turn any vehicle without giving an appropriate signal in the manner hereinafter provided in the event any other traffic may be affected by such movement.


(B)
A signal of intention to turn right or left when required shall be given continuously during not less than the last 100 feet traveled by the vehicle before turning.


(C)
No person shall stop or suddenly decrease the speed of a vehicle without first giving an appropriate signal in the manner provided herein to the driver of any vehicle immediately to the rear when there is opportunity to give such signal.

Sec. 24-56
Signals by hand and arm or signal


(A)
Any stop or turn signal, when required herein, shall be given either by means of the hand and arm or by signal lamps, except as otherwise provided in subsection (B).


(B)
Any motor vehicle in use on a highway shall be equipped with, and required signal shall he given by, signal lamps when the distance from the center of the top of the steering post to the left outside limit of the body, cab, or load of such motor vehicle exceeds 24 inches, or when the distance from the center of the top of the steering post to the rear limit of the body or load thereof exceeds 14 feet. The later measurement shall apply to any single vehicle, and also to any combination of vehicles.

Sec. 24-57.
Method of giving hand-and-arm signals.


(A)
All signals herein required given by hand and arm shall be given from the left side of the vehicle in the following manner, and such signals shall indicate as follows:

(1)
Left turn: Hand and arm extended horizontally.

(2)
Right turn: Hand and arm extended upward.

(3)
Stop or decrease speed: Hand and arm extended downward.

Article 9. One—Way Streets and Alleys

Sec. 24-58.
Authority to sign one-way streets and alleys.


Whenever the council by motion or resolution designates any street or alley or part thereof as a one-way street or alley, the city manager shall have placed and maintained signs giving notice thereof; and no such regulation shall be effective unless such signs are in place. Signs indicating the direction of lawful traffic movement shall be placed at every intersection where movement of traffic in the opposite direction is prohibited.

Sec. 24-59.
One-way streets and alleys.


Upon those streets and parts of streets and in those alleys and parts of alleys so designated as one-way streets and alleys, vehicular traffic shall move only in the direction indicated when signs indicating the direction of traffic are erected and maintained at every intersection where movement in the opposite direction is prohibited.

Sec. 24-60.
Rotary traffic island.


A vehicle passing around a rotary traffic island shall be driven only to the right of such island.

Article. 10. Right of Way; Stop and Yield Intersections; Railroad Crossings; etc.


Note:
For state law relating to right of way, see 47 0. S.1980 Supp. 1-401 et seq.

Sec. 24-61.
Vehicle approaching or entering intersection-


(A)
The driver of a vehicle approaching an intersection shall yield the right of way to a vehicle which has entered the intersection from a different highway; provided that the driver of a vehicle on a street which is not a state or federal highway approaching an intersection with a state or federal highway shall stop and yield the right of way to a vehicle which has entered the intersection or which is so close thereto as to constitute an immediate hazard.


(B)
When two vehicles enter or approach an intersection from different highways at approximately the same time, the driver of the vehicle on the left shall yield the right of way to the vehicle on the right.


(C)
The right-of-way rules declared in subsections (A) and (B) are modified at through highways and otherwise as stated in this chapter.

Sec. 24-62.
Vehicle turning left at intersection.


The driver of a vehicle within an intersection intending to turn to the left shall yield the right of way to any vehicle approaching from the opposite direction which is within the intersection or so close thereto as to constitute an immediate hazard; but said driver, having so yielded and having given a signal when and as required by this chapter, may make such left turn, and the drivers of all other vehicles approaching the intersection from said opposite direction shall yield the right of way to the vehicle making the left turn.

Sec.
24-63. Through streets may be designated.

The council, by motion or resolution, may designate street any or part of street a through street.

Sec.
24-64. Signs required at through streets.

Whenever the council so designates and describes a through street, city manager shall place and maintain a stop sign, or if deemed more appropriate at any intersection a yield sign, on each and street intersecting such through street unless traffic at any such intersection is controlled at all times by traffic control signals; provided, however, that at the intersection of two such through streets or at the  intersection of a through street and a heavy-traffic street not so designated, stop signs shall be erected at the approaches of either of said streets as be determined may by the city manager if deemed desirable.

Sec. 24-65.
Other intersections where stop or yield required.


(A)
The city manager, subject to any directions given by the council by motion or resolution, is hereby authorized to determine and designate intersections where particular hazard exists upon other than through streets and to determine 

(1)
whether vehicles shall stop at one or more entrances to any such intersection, in which event he shall erect a stop sign at every such place where a stop is required; or

(2)
whether vehicles shall yield the right of way to vehicles on a different street at such intersection as prescribed in subsection (A) of section 20-68, in which event he shall  erect a yield sign at every place where obedience thereto is required.

Sec. 24-66.
Stop signs and yield signs.


(A)
Every stop sign shall bear the word ‘Stop” in letters not less than 8 inches in height. Every yield sign shall bear the word “Yield” in letters not less than 7 inches in height. Every stop sign and every yield sign shall at nighttime be rendered luminous by internal illumination, or by a flood-light projected on the face of the sign, or by efficient reflecting elements in the face of the sign.


(B)
Every stop sign and every yield sign shall be erected as near as practicable to the nearest line of the cross walk on the near side of the intersection or, if there is no cross walk, then as near as practicable to the nearest line of the intersecting roadway.

Sec. 24-67.
Vehicle entering stop intersection.


(A)
Except when directed to proceed by a police officer or traffic control signal, every driver of a vehicle approaching a stop intersection indicated by a stop sign shall stop before entering the cross walk on the near side of the intersection, or in the event there is no cross walk, shall stop at a clearly marked stop line, but if none, then at the point nearest the intersecting roadway where the driver has a view of approaching traffic on the intersecting roadway before entering the intersection.


(B)
Such driver, after having stopped, shall yield the right of way to any vehicle which has entered the intersection from another highway or which is approaching so closely on the highway as to constitute an immediate hazard; but said driver having so yielded may proceed, and the drivers of all other vehicles approaching the intersection shall yield the right of way to the vehicle so proceeding.

Sec. 24-68.
Vehicle entering yield intersection.


(A)
The driver of a vehicle approaching a yield sign shall in obedience to such sign slow down to a speed reasonable for the existing conditions, or shall stop if necessary, and shall yield the right of way to any pedestrian legally crossing the roadway on which he is driving, and to any vehicle in the intersection or approaching on another highway so closely as to constitute an immediate hazard. The driver having so yielded may proceed, and the drivers of all other vehicles approaching the intersection shall yield to the vehicle so proceeding; provided, however, that, if such driver is involved in a collision with a pedestrian in a cross walk or a vehicle in the intersection after driving past a yield sign without stopping, such collision shall be deemed prima facie evidence of his failure to yield right of way.


(B)
The driver of a vehicle approaching a yield sign, if required for safety to stop, shall stop before entering the cross walk on the near side of the intersection or, in the event there is no cross walk, at a clearly marked stop line, but, if none, then at the point nearest the intersecting roadway where the driver has a view of approaching traffic on the intersecting roadway.

Sec. 24-69.
Two or more vehicles facing stop, slow, warning, or caution signal.


Where two or more vehicles face stop, slow, warning, or caution signs or signals on two or more intersecting cross streets, and are approaching so as to enter the intersection at the same time, where each vehicle is required to stop, the vehicle coming from the right shall have the right of way. Where each vehicle is required to slow, the vehicle coming from the right shall have the right of way. Where each vehicle is required to take caution, the vehicle coming from the right shall have the right of way. Where one vehicle is required to stop and the other to slow or take caution, the one slowing or taking caution shall have the right of way. Where one vehicle is required to slow and the other to take caution, the one required to take caution shall have the right of way. In any event, a vehicle which has already entered the intersection shall have the right of way over one which has not so entered the intersection.

Sec. 24-70.
Emerging from alley, driveway, or building.


The driver of a vehicle emerging from an alley, driveway, or building shall stop such vehicle immediately prior to driving onto a sidewalk or onto the sidewalk area extending across any alley way or driveway, and shall yield the right of way to any pedestrian as may be necessary to avoid collision and upon entering the roadway shall yield the right of way to all vehicles approaching on the roadway.

Sec. 24-71.
Stop when traffic obstructed.


No driver shall enter an intersection or a marked cross walk unless there is sufficient space on the other side of the intersection or cross walk to accommodate the vehicle he is operating without obstructing the passage of other vehicles or pedestrians, notwithstanding any traffic control signal indication to proceed.

Sec. 24-72.
Certain vehicles to stop at all railroad grade crossings.


(A)
The driver of any motor vehicle carrying passengers for hire, or of any school bus carrying any school child, or of any vehicle carrying explosive substances or flammable liquids as a cargo or part of a cargo, before crossing at grade any track or tracks of a railroad, shall stop such vehicle within 50 feet but not less than 15 feet from the nearest rail of such railroad, and while so stopped, shall listen and look in both directions along such track for any approaching train and for signals indicating the approach of a train, except as hereinafter provided, and shall not proceed until he can do so safely. After stopping as required herein and upon proceeding when it is safe to do so, the driver of any such vehicle shall cross only in such gear of the vehicle that there will be no necessity for changing gears while traversing such crossing, and the driver shall not shift gears while crossing the track or tracks.


(B) No stop need be made at any such crossing where a police officer or a traffic control signal directs traffic to proceed.

Article 11. Miscellaneous Regulations

Sec. 24-73.
Following fire apparatus prohibited.


The driver of any vehicle other than one on official business shall not follow any fire apparatus traveling in response to a fire alarm closet than 500 feet or drive into or park such vehicle within the block where fire apparatus has stopped in answer to a fire alarm.

Sec. 24-74.
Crossing fire hose.


No vehicle shall be driven over any unprotected hose of the fire department when laid down on any street or private driveway to be used at any fire or alarm of fire, without the consent of the fire department official in command.

Sec. 24-75.
Driving through funeral or other procession.


No driver of a vehicle shall drive between the vehicles comprising a funeral or other authorized procession while they are in motion and when such vehicles are conspicuously designated as required in this chapter.  This provision shall not apply at intersections where traffic is controlled by traffic control signals or police officers.

Sec. 24-76.
Drivers in a procession.


Each driver in a funeral or other procession shall drive as near to the Right-hand edge of the roadway as practicable and shall follow the vehicle ahead as close as is practicable and safe.

Sec. 24-77.
Funeral processions to be identified.


A funeral composed of a procession of vehicles shall be identified as such by the display upon the outside of each vehicle of a pennant or other identifying insignia or by such other method as may be determined and designated by the police department.

Sec. 24-78
When permits required for parades and processions.


No funeral, procession, or parade containing two hundred (200) or more persons or fifty (50) or more vehicles, except in accordance with a permit issued by the chief of police and such other regulations as are set forth herein which may apply.

Sec. 24-79. Vehicle shall not be driven on a sidewalk

The driver of a vehicle shall not drive upon a sidewalk or within any sidewalk area except at a permanent or temporary driveway.

Sec. 24-80.
Starting parked vehicle.


No person shall start a vehicle which is stopped, standing, or parked unless and until such movement can be made with reasonable safety.

Sec. 24-81.
Limitations on backing.


The driver of a vehicle shall not back the same unless such movement can be made with reasonable safety and without interfering with other traffic.

Sec. 24-82.
Opening and closing vehicle doors.


No person shall open the door of a motor vehicle on the side available to moving traffic unless and until it is reasonably safe to do so; nor shall any person leave a door open on the side of a motor vehicle available to moving traffic for a period of time longer than necessary to load or unload passengers.

Sec. 24-83.
Riding on motorcycles, etc.


A person operating a motorcycle, motor scooter, or a motor bicycle shall ride only upon the permanent and regular seat attached thereto, and such operator shall not carry any other person nor shall any other person ride on the vehicle unless it is designed to carry more than one person, in which event a passenger may ride only upon the permanent and regular seat if designed for two persons, or upon another seat firmly attached to the rear or side of the operator.

Sec. 24-84.
Obstructions to driver’s view or driving mechanism.


(A) No person shall drive a vehicle when it is so loaded, or when there are in the front seat such a number of persons, exceeding three, as to obstruct the view of the driver to the front or sides of the vehicle or as to interfere with the driver’s control over the driving mechanism of the vehicle.


(B) No passenger in a vehicle shall ride in such position as to interfere with the driver’s view ahead or to the sides or to interfere with his control over the driving mechanism of the vehicle.

Sec. 24-85.
Clinging to vehicles.


No person riding upon any bicycle, coaster, roller skates, sled, or toy vehicle shall attach the same or himself to any vehicle upon a roadway.

Sec. 24-86.
Controlled access.


No person shall drive a vehicle onto or from any controlled-access roadway except at such entrances and exits as are established by public authority.

Sec. 24-87.
Boarding or alighting from vehicles.


No person shall board or alight from any vehicle while such vehicle is in motion.

Sec. 24-88.
Unlawful riding.


No person shall ride on any vehicle upon any portion thereof not designed or intended for the use of passengers. This provision shall not apply to an employee engaged in the necessary discharge of a duty, or to persons riding within truck bodies in space intended for merchandise.

Sec. 24-89.
Railroad trains not to block streets.


It is unlawful for the directing officer or the operator of any railroad train to direct the operation of or to operate the same in such a manner as to prevent the use of any street for purposes of travel for a period of time longer than 5 minutes, except that this provision shall not apply to trains or cars in motion other than those engaged in switching.

Sec. 24-90.
Driving through safety zone prohibited.


No vehicle shall at any time be driven through or within a safety zone or island.

Sec. 24-91.
Dangerous objects in streets, etc.


It is unlawful for any person to place or let fall and remain, in or upon any street, any scrap iron, nail, tack, glass, stick, or other thing which is likely to injure persons or damage property, or to render a street unsafe for traffic.

Sec. 24-92. Motor scooter operation.


It is unlawful for any person to operate a motor-driven cycle, including a motor scooter or motor-driven bicycle, on a street in this city during a time when state law prohibits the operation of such vehicle.  

Article 12. Pedestrians’ Rights and Duties


Note:
For state law on pedestrians’ rights and duties, see 47 0. S. 1980 Supp., § 11-501 et seq.

Sec.24-93. Pedestrians subject to traffic control signals.

Pedestrians shall be subject to traffic control signals as heretofore declared in this chapter, but at all other places pedestrians shall be granted those rights and be subject to the restrictions stated in this article.

Sec. 24-94. Pedestrians’ right of way in cross walks.


(A)
When traffic control signals are not in place or not in operation, the driver of a vehicle shall yield the right of way, slowing down or stopping if need be to so yield, to a pedestrian crossing the roadway within a cross walk when the pedestrian is upon the half of the roadway upon which the vehicle is traveling, or when the pedestrian is approaching so closely from the opposite half of the roadway as to be in danger.


(B)
No pedestrian shall suddenly leave a curb or other place of safety and walk or run into the path of a vehicle which is so close that it is impossible for the driver to yield.


(C)
Subsection (A) shall not apply under the conditions stated in subsection (B) of section 20-98 below.


(D)
Whenever any vehicle is stopped at a marked cross walk or at any unmarked cross walk at an intersection to permit a pedestrian to cross the roadway, the driver of any other vehicle approaching from the rear shall not overtake and pass such stopped vehicle.

Sec. 24-95.
Pedestrians to use, right half of cross walks.


Pedestrians shall move, whenever practicable, upon the right half of cross walks.

Sec. 24-96.
Crossing at right angles.


No pedestrian shall cross a roadway at any place other than by a route at right angles to the curb or by the shortest route to the opposite curb except in a cross walk.

Sec  24-97
When pedestrian shall yield


(A)
Every pedestrian crossing a roadway at any point other than within a marked cross walk or within an unmarked cross walk at an intersection shall yield the right of way to all vehicles upon the roadway.


(B)
Any pedestrian crossing a roadway at a point where a pedestrian tunnel or overhead pedestrian crossing has been provided shall yield the right of way to all vehicles upon the roadway.


(C) The foregoing rules in this section have no application under the conditions stated in section 20-99, when pedestrians are prohibited from crossing at certain designated places.

Sec. 24-98.
Prohibited crossing.


Between adjacent intersections at which traffic control signals are in operation, pedestrians shall not cross at any place except in a cross walk.

Sec. 24-99.
Obedience of pedestrians to railroad signals.


No pedestrian shall pass through, around, over, or under any crossing gate or barrier at a railroad grade crossing while such gate or barrier is closed or is being opened or closed.

Sec. 24-100.
Pedestrians walking along roadways.


(A)
Where sidewalks are provided, it is unlawful for any pedestrian to walk along and upon an adjacent roadway.


(B)
Where sidewalks are not provided, any pedestrian walking along and upon a highway shall when practicable walk only on the left side of the roadway or its shoulder facing traffic which may approach from the opposite direction, and shall yield to approaching vehicles.

Sec. 24-101.
Pedestrians soliciting rides or business.


(A)
No person shall stand in a roadway for the purpose of soliciting a ride, donation, employment, or business from the occupant of any vehicle.


(B)
No person shall stand on or in proximity to a street or highway for the purpose of soliciting the watching or guarding of any vehicle while parked or about to be parked on a street or highway.

Sec. 24-102.
Drivers to exercise due care.


Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this article, every driver of a vehicle shall exercise due care to avoid colliding with any pedestrian upon any roadway, and shall give warning by sounding the horn when necessary, and shall exercise proper precaution upon observing any child or any confused or incapacitated person upon a roadway.

Article 13. Bicycles


Note:
For state law relating to bicycles, see 47 0. S. 1971B 11-1201 et seq.

Sec. 24-103.
Effect of regulations.


(A)
It is an offense for any person to do any act forbidden or fail to perform any act required in this article. 


(B)
The parent of any child and the guardian of any ward shall not authorize or knowingly permit any such child or ward to violate any of the provisions of this article.


(C)
These regulations applicable to bicycles shall apply whenever a bicycle is operated upon any highway or upon any path set aside for the exclusive use of bicycles subject to the exceptions stated herein.

Sec. 24-104.
Traffic laws apply to persons riding bicycles.


Every person riding a bicycle upon a roadway shall be granted all of the rights and shall be subject to all of the duties applicable to the driver of a vehicle by the laws of this state declaring rules of the road applicable to vehicles or by the traffic ordinances of this city applicable to the driver of a vehicle, except as to special regulations in this article and except as to those provisions of laws and ordinances which by their nature can have no application.

Sec. 24-105.
Obedience to traffic—control devices.


(A)
Any person operating a bicycle shall obey the instructions of official traffic control signals, signs, and other control devices applicable to vehicles, unless otherwise directed by a police officer.


(B)
Whenever authorized signs are erected indicating that no right or left or U turn is permitted, no person operating a bicycle shall disobey the direction of any such sign, except where such person dismounts from the bicycle to make any such turn, in which event such person shall then obey the regulations applicable to pedestrians.

Sec. 24-106.
Riding on bicycles.


(A)
A person propelling a bicycle shall not ride other than astride a permanent and regular seat attached thereto.


(B)
No bicycle shall be used to carry more persons at one time than the number for which it is designed and equipped.

Sec. 24-107. Riding on roadways and bicycle paths.


(A)
Every person operating a bicycle upon a roadway shall ride as near to the right side of the roadway as practicable, exercising due care when passing a standing vehicle or one proceeding in the same direction.


(B)
Persons riding bicycles upon a roadway shall not ride more than two abreast except on paths or parts of roadways set aside for the exclusive use of bicycles.


(C)
Whenever a usable path for bicycles has been provided adjacent to a roadway, bicycle riders shall use such path and shall not use the roadway.

Sec. 24-108. Speed.


No person shall operate a bicycle at a speed greater than is reasonable and prudent under the conditions then existing. 

Sec. 24-109.
Emerging from alley or driveway.


The operator of a bicycle emerging from an alley, driveway, or building shall, upon approaching a sidewalk or the sidewalk area extending across any alleyway, yield the right-of-way to all pedestrians approaching on the sidewalk or sidewalk area, and upon entering the roadway shall yield the right of way to all vehicles approaching on the roadway.

Sec. 24-110
Carrying articles.


No person operating a bicycle shall carry any package, bundle, or article which prevents the rider from keeping at least one hand upon the handle bars.

Sec. 24-111.
Parking.


No person shall park a bicycle upon a street other than upon the roadway against the curb or upon the sidewalk in a rack to support the bicycle or against a building or at the curb, in such manner as to afford the least obstruction to pedestrian traffic.

Sec. 24-112
Riding on Sidewalks.


(A) No person shall ride a bicycle, roller skates, roller blades, skateboards, scooters or like conveyances upon walk within a business district of the City of Konawa. Nor shall the same, except bicycles, be allowed upon the streets business district of the City of Konawa.


(B)
Whenever any person is riding a bicycle, roller skates, roller blades, skateboards, scooters or like conveyances upon any other sidewalk, such person shall yield the right of way to any pedestrian and shall give audible signal before overtaking and passing such pedestrian. 

Sec. 24-113.
Lamps and other equipment on bicycles.


(A) Every bicycle in use at nighttime shall be equipped with a lamp on the front which shall emit a white light visible from a distance of at least 500 feet to the front and with a red reflector on the rear of a type which shall be visible from all distances from 500 feet to 300 feet to the rear when directly in front of lawful upper beams of headlamps on a motor vehicle. A lamp emitting a red light visible from a distance of 500 feet to the rear may be used in addition to the red reflector.


(B) No person shall operate a bicycle unless it is equipped with a bell or other device capable of giving a signal audible for a distance of at least 100 feet, except that a bicycle shall not be equipped with nor shall any person use upon a bicycle any siren or whistle.


(C) Every bicycle shall be equipped with a brake which will enable the operator to make the braked wheel skid on dry, level, clean pavement.

Sec  24-114
Penalties


Every person convicted of a violation of any provision of this article shall be punished by a fine consistent with current Ordinance including costs, or by impounding of such person’s bicycle for a period not to exceed ten (10) days or by combination thereof.

Article 14. Method of Parking

Sec. 24-115.
Standing or parking close to curb.


Except as otherwise provided in this article, every vehicle stopped or parked upon a roadway where there are adjacent curbs shall be so stopped or parked with the right-hand wheels of such vehicle parallel to and within 18 inches of the right-hand curb; provided that every vehicle stopped or parked upon the left-hand side of a one-way street where there are adjacent curbs shall be parked or stopped with the left-hand wheels parallel to and within 18 inches of the left-hand curb.

Sec. 24-116.
Brakes; motor not to be left running; animals.


Adequate brakes shall be set on all parked vehicles.  No driver of a motor vehicle shall leave the vehicle with the motor running while parked.  Animals left or parked on the streets shall be securely hitched.

Sec. 24-117.
Signs or markings indicating angle park.


The city manager, subject to any directions which the council may give by motion or resolution, shall determine upon what streets and parts of streets angle parking shall be permitted, and shall have such streets marked or signed.

Sec. 24-118.
Obedience to angle parking signs or markings.


On those streets which have been so signed or marked for angle parking, no person shall park or stand a vehicle other than at the angle to the curb or edge of the roadway indicated by such signs or markings.

Sec. 24-119.
Park in spaces marked off.


In an area where parking spaces have been marked off on the surface of the street, a driver parking a vehicle shall park it within a parking space as thus marked off and not on or over a line delimiting a space.

Sec. 24-120.
Permits for loading or unloading at an angle to the curb.

(A) The city manager is authorized to issue special permits to permit the backing of a vehicle to the curb for the purpose of loading or unloading merchandise or materials subject to the terms and conditions of such permit.  Such permits may be issued either to the owner or lessee of real property or to the owner of the vehicle and shall grant to such person the privilege as therein stated and authorized herein. The city manager may revoke such permits at any time.

(B) It is unlawful for any permittee or other person to violate any of the special terms or conditions of any such permit.

Article 15. Stopping, Standing, or Parking Regulated in Special Places


Note: For state law on stopping, standing, and parking, see 47 0. S. 1971 § 11-1001 et seq.

Sec. 24-121.
Stopping, standing, or parking prohibited in designated places.


(A)
No person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle, except when necessary to avoid a conflict with other traffic or in compliance with law or ordinance or the directions of a police officer or traffic control device, in any of the following places: 

(1)
On a sidewalk.

(2)
In front of a public or private driveway.

(3)
Within an intersection.
(4) 
Within 14 feet of a fire hydrant except in a parking space officially marked.

(5)
On across walk.

(6)
Within 20 feet of a cross walk at an intersection.
(7)
Within 30 feet upon the approach to any flashing beacon, stop sign, or traffic control signal located at the side of a roadway.

(8)
Between a safety zone and the adjacent curb or within 30 feet of points on the curb immediately opposite the ends of a safety zone, unless the city indicates a different length by signs or markings.



(9)
Within 50 feet of the nearest rail of a railroad crossing.

(10)
Within 20 feet of the driveway entrance to any fire station and on the side of a street opposite the entrance to any fire station within 75 feet of said entrance when properly sign-posted.

(11)
Alongside or opposite any street excavation or obstruction when stopping, standing, or parking would obstruct traffic.

(12)
On the roadway side of any vehicle stopped or parked at the edge or curb of a street.

(13)
Upon any bridge or other elevated structure upon a highway or within a highway underpass.



(14)
At any place where official signs prohibit stopping.


(B)
No person shall move a vehicle not lawfully under his control into any such prohibited area or away from a curb such distance as is unlawful.

Sec. 24-122:
Parking in streets and alleys not to obstruct traffic.

No person shall park a vehicle within a street or alley in such a manner or under such conditions as to leave available less than 10 feet of the width of the roadway for the free movement of vehicular traffic; and no person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle within a street or alley in such position as to block the driveway entrance to any abutting property.

Sec. 24-123.
Parking for certain purposes prohibited.


(A)
No person shall park a vehicle on any roadway for the principal purpose of 



(1)
displaying the vehicle for sale;

(2)
displaying advertising or displaying merchandise or other things for sale or selling merchandise or other things; or

(3)
washing, greasing, or repairing the vehicle except repairs necessitated by an emergency.

Sec. 24-124.
Parking time limits may be established; prohibitions.


(A)
The council, by motion or resolution, is hereby authorized to establish parking time limits, or to prohibit parking, on designated streets and parts of streets, by having appropriate signs placed thereon.


(B)
When such signs are in place, it is unlawful for any person to park a vehicle in violation thereof.

Sec. 24-125.
Parking more than 24 hours prohibited.


No person shall park a vehicle on any street for a period of time longer than 24 hours. This section shall not affect parking limits established for shorter periods.

Sec. 24-126. Standing or parking on one-way roadways.


In the event a highway includes two or more separate roadways and traffic is restricted to one direction upon any such roadway, no person shall stand or park a vehicle upon the left-hand side of such one-way roadway unless signs or marks are placed to permit such standing or parking. The city manager, subject to any directions which the council may give by motion or resolution, is authorized to determine when standing or parking may be permitted upon the left-hand side of any such one-way roadway and to have signs or marks placed giving notice thereof.

Sec. 24-127.
Limited parking and operations of trucks exceeding one and one-half tons.


(A)
Except for a period of three (3) continuous hours during any day, all trucks which exceed a weight limit of one (1) ton are hereby prohibited from using the streets and alleys of the residential areas of the city for parking purposes.


(B)
It shall be the duty of the city manager to place and maintain conspicuously on the street or streets, signs bearing appropriate words and markings designating the above prohibition against operation of certain vehicles; the said signs so placed shall be of a sufficient size so as to be easily readable at a distance of one-hundred (100) feet.


(C) Any person who drives or operated any truck in violation of this provision shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by a fine consistent with current Ordinance. Each act in driving on the streets of the city as prohibited shall constitute a separate offense.

Sec.
24-128. Parking prohibited for gasoline transport or storage trucks, etc.

Parking is hereby prohibited in all residential areas of the city for all trucks being used for transport or storage of gasoline, and trucks being used for transport or storage of liquefied petroleum gas.

Article 16. Stopping for Loading and Unloading Only

Sec. 24-129.
Curb loading zones may be designated.


(A)
The council, by motion or resolution, is hereby authorized to determine the location of passenger and freight curb loading zones, and shall have placed and maintained appropriate signs indicating the same and stating the hours during which the provisions of this section are applicable. By the same authority, such loading zones may be changed or discontinued. 


(B)
When such a loading zone is established on request of any person, the

city manager shall not have signs placed until the applicant has paid to the city an amount of money estimated by the manager to be adequate to reimburse the city for all costs of establishing and signing the same. 

Sec. 24-130.
Standing in passenger curb loading zone.


No person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle for any purpose or period of time other than for the expeditious loading or unloading of passengers in any place marked as a passenger curb loading zone during hours when the regulations applicable to such curb loading zone are effective, and then only for a period not to exceed three (3) minutes.

Sec. 24-131.
Standing in freight curb loading zone.


(A)
No person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle for any purpose or length of time other than for the expeditious unloading and delivery or pick-up and loading of materials in any place marked as a freight curb loading zone during hours when the provisions applicable to such zones are in effect. In no case shall the stop for loading and unloading of materials exceed thirty (30) minutes.


(B)
The driver of a passenger vehicle may stop temporarily at a place marked as a freight curb loading zone for the purpose of and while actually engaged in loading or unloading passengers when such stopping does not interfere with any motor vehicle used for the transportation of materials which is waiting to enter or about to enter such zone.

Sec. 24-132.
Public carrier stops and stands maybe designated.


The council, by motion or resolution, is hereby authorized and required to establish bus stops, bus stands, taxicab stands, and stands for other passenger common-carrier motor vehicles on such public Streets in such places and in such number as it determines to be of the greatest benefit and convenience to the public; and every such bus stop, bus stand, taxicab stand, or other stand shall be designated by appropriate signs. By the same authority such stops and stands may be changed or discontinued.

Sec. 24-133.
Stopping, standing, and parking of buses and taxicabs regulated.


(A)
The operator of a bus shall not stand or park such vehicle upon any Street at any place other than a bus stand so designated as provided herein.


(B)
The operator of a bus shall not stop such vehicle upon any street at any place for the purpose of loading or unloading passengers or their baggage other than at a bus stop, bus stand, or passenger loading zone so designated as provided herein, except in case of an emergency.


(C)
The operator of a bus shall enter a bus stop, bus stand, or passenger loading zone on a public street in such a manner that the bus, when stopped to load or unload passengers or baggage, shall be in a position with the right front wheel of such vehicle not further than eighteen (18) inches from the curb and the bus approximately parallel to the curb so as not to unduly impede the movement of other vehicular traffic.


(D)
The operator of a taxicab shall not stand or park such vehicle upon any street at any place other than in a taxicab stand so designated as provided herein. This provision shall not prevent the operator of a taxicab from temporarily stopping in accordance with other stopping or parking regulations at any place for the purpose of and while actually engaged in the expeditious loading or unloading of passengers.

Sec. 24-134.
Restricted use of bus and taxicab stands.


No person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle other than a bus in a bus stop, or other than a taxicab in a taxicab stand, when any such stop or stand has been officially designated and appropriately signed, except that the driver of a passenger vehicle may temporarily stop therein for the purpose of and while actually engaged in loading or unloading passengers when such stopping does not interfere with any bus or taxicab waiting to enter such zone.

Article 17.
Truck Routes

Sec. 24-135.
Truck routes.


(A)
The council, by motion or resolution, may prescribe routes through the city for the use of trucks in general or trucks of particular kinds and/or other vehicles which are not ordinary private passenger vehicles, passing through the city. The city manager shall see that appropriate and adequate signs are placed along such routes so that drivers of such vehicles may follow the routes.


(B)
When such signs are so erected and in place, the driver of a truck or other vehicle for which a route has been prescribed as provided above, while passing through the city, shall keep on such route and shall not deviate there from except in case of emergency. Drivers of such vehicles shall follow such routes so far as practicable also when driving within the city and not merely through the city.

Article 18.
Motorcycles, etc.

Sec. 24-136.
Motorcycles: Riding; specifications.


No driver of a two or three-wheel motor vehicle shall carry any other person on, upon or within such vehicle on any street, alley or highway within the City of Konawa, Oklahoma, except as hereinafter provided; provided, however, that if any two or three wheel motor vehicle with a wheel diameter of twelve (12) Inches or greater shall have either a double seating device with double foot-rests or a sidecar attachment providing a separate seat space within such side-car attachment providing a separate seat space within such sidecar attachment for each person riding therein so that such person shall be seated entirely within the body of said sidecar, then it shall be permissible for an operator who has attained the age of sixteen (16) years or older to carry a passenger.  A demonstration ride by a licensed dealer or his employee is expected from the provisions hereof. No motorcycle or motor scooter shall be ridden upon any sidewalk of said city. Handlebars on motorcycles and motor scooters shall not exceed twelve (12) inches in height, measured from the crown or point of attachment. No rider of a motorcycle or motor scooter shall hold to any moving vehicle for the purpose of being propelled. No driver of motorcycle or motor scooter shall pass other vehicles in between lanes of traffic traveling in the same direction, authorized emergency vehicles excepted.

Sec. 24-137. Speed.


No person shall operate any motorcycle, motor driven cycle, motor scooter or any other similar two or three wheel motor vehicle at a speed greater than the speed limit provided by ordinance of this city for automobiles or other motor vehicles nor at a speed greater than the speed limit regularly posted for automobiles or other motor vehicles within the corporate limits of the city.

Sec. 24-138. Equipment.


(A)
The following equipment shall be required on all motorcycles and all motor scooters being operated and driven in the City of Konawa, Oklahoma:

(1)
Rear view mirrors: All vehicles covered under this section shall be equipped with two mirrors, containing a reflection surface of not less than three (3) inches in diameter, mounted one on each side of the vehicle and positioned so as to enable the operator to clearly view the roadway for a distance of two hundred (200) feet to the rear of his vehicle.

(2)
Windshield: All vehicles covered under this section shall be equipped with a windshield of sufficient quality, size and thickness to protect the operator from foreign objects, except that in lieu of such wind shield the operator shall wear goggles or face shield of material and designed to protect him from foreign objects.

(3)
Brakes: All vehicles covered under this section shall be equipped with brakes adequate to control the movement of same to stop and hold such vehicles, including two separate means of applying the brakes; one means shall be effective to apply the brakes to the front wheel and one means shall apply the brakes to the rear wheels. All such vehicles shall be equipped with a stop lamp on the rear of the vehicle, which shall display a red or amber light, or any shade of color between red and amber, visible from a distance of not less than one hundred (100) feet to the rear in normal sunlight, and which shall be actuated upon application of the service brake.

(4)
Speedometer: All vehicles covered under this section shall be equipped with a properly operating speedometer capable of registering at least the maximum legal speed limit for that vehicle.

(5)
Fenders: All vehicles covered under this section shall be equipped with a fender over each wheel. All fenders shall be of the type provided by the manufacturer.

(6)
Lights: All vehicles covered under this section shall carry at least one lighted headlamp capable of showing a white light visible at least three hundred (300) feet in the direction in which the same are proceeding, and one tail lamp mounted on the rear which, when lighted, shall emit a red light plainly visible from at least three hundred (300) feet to the rear, and such lights required by this section shall be burning whenever such vehicles are in motion during the period from one-half hour after sunset and one-half hour before sunrise and at any other time when, due to insufficient light or unfavorable atmospheric conditions, persons and vehicles on the streets are not clearly discernible at a distance of at least five hundred (500) feet ahead.

(7)
Headgear: No person shall operate or ride upon any vehicle covered under this section unless such person is equipped with and wearing on the head a crash helmet of the type and design manufactured for use by the operators of such vehicles. All crash helmets shall consist of lining, padding, and chin straps and be of the type as not to distort the view of the driver. While operating or riding on a vehicle covered hereunder, chin straps shall be fastened.

(8)
Mufflers: It shall be an offense to operate a vehicle covered under this section with the exhaust system modified so that motor noise is increased greater than that of the original muffler equipment provided by the manufacturer of the vehicle.

Sec. 24-139.
Operation by persons under sixteen.


(A)
The operation of motorcycles, motor driven cycles, motor scooters or other similar two three or four wheel motor vehicles within the corporate limits of the City of Konawa is prohibited for persons under sixteen (16) years of age.


(B)
The operation of a moped within the city shall be in accordance with all state law and traffic regulations.

Article 19, Golf Carts and All Terrain Vehicles

Sec. 24-141.     Licensing.

(A)   The operation of golf carts and all terrain vehicles on local streets of the City of Konawa, shall be allowed only after a permit for use of a golf cart or all terrain vehicle has been obtained from the City of Konawa.  The permit fee shall be twenty-five dollars ($25.00) per year.  The term of the permit shall be from January 1 to December 31 of each year.  A temporary permit shall be available for a period of one week for a fee of five dollars ($5.00)

(B)   The issuance of the permit is subject to the following requirements:

1) The applying party must execute an indemnification agreement whereby the applying party will be bound to indemnify the City of Konawa from any damages suffered by the applying party and any third party for personal injuries or injuries or damage to property resulting from the operation of a golf cart and/or all terrain vehicle.

2) Each vehicle requires a separate permit.

3) The applying party shall not operate a golf cart or all terrain vehicle on any property leased by third parties.

4) The vehicle shall be inspected for safety by a police officer.

5) Current and valid insurance must be submitted with permit application.

6) The permit shall be displayed on the golf cart or all terrain vehicle in an open and conspicuous manner.

Sec. 24-141.  Regulations

(A) Golf carts and all terrain vehicles may be operated, with a permit, on the designated roadways     

     
of the City of Konawa.  

(B)    Golf carts and all terrain vehicles may not be operated on State Highways within in the City of      

         Konawa.

(C)   Each golf cart or all terrain vehicle and driver must have at least a combined height of at least  

         4’.  Any vehicle and driver less than 4’ must have a 7’ safety pole with an orange topper so 

         they can be easily seen. 

Sec. 24-142.  Times of Operation

(A) Golf Carts and all terrain vehicles may only be operated on designated roadways from sunrise to sunset.  

(B) Golf carts and all terrain vehicles shall not be operated in inclement weather or when visibility is impaired by weather, smoke, fog or other conditions or at any time when there is insufficient light to see clearly person and vehicles on the roadway at a distance of 500 feet.

Sec. 24-143.  Crossing intersecting State Highways

(A) The operator of a golf cart or all terrain vehicle, under permit, may cross any highway intersecting a designated roadway.

Sec. 24-144.  Application of traffic laws

(A)  Every person operating a golf cart or all terrain vehicle under permit on designated roadways has all of the rights and duties applicable to the driver of any vehicle lawfully licensed on Oklahoma roads and highways, except where those provisions cannot reasonably be applied to golf carts and all terrain vehicles.

(B)  Every person operating a golf cart or all terrain vehicle under permit must have a valid driver’s license.

Article 20. Emergency Vehicle Runs

Sec. 24-145.
Notification of runs by emergency vehicles.


It is unlawful for any person to drive on the streets of the city any emergency vehicle, including but not limited to police patrol cars, fire trucks, ambulances, sheriff’s cars, highway patrol cars and police motorcycles, while sounding a siren, horn, bell or other noise making device designed to fore-warn the populace of the approach of such vehicle, without first advising the police department by contacting the police dispatcher on duty of his intention to make an emergency run and giving the name of the person making the run, the destination, the route which they intend to travel and the nature of the emergency.

Article 21. Special Provisions: Meeting or Overtaking School Buses

Sec. 24-146.
Meeting or overtaking a school bus.


(A)
The driver of a vehicle meeting or overtaking a school bus that is stopped to take on or discharge school children, and on which the red loading signals are in operation, is to stop his vehicle before it reaches the school bus and not proceed until the loading signals are deactivated and then proceed past such school bus at a speed which is reasonable and with due caution for the safety of such school children and other occupants.


(B)
It shall be unlawful to operate any red flashing warning signal light on any school bus except when any said school bus is stopped on ah highway for the purpose of permitting school children to board or alight from said school bus.

Article 22.    Penalties and Procedure on Arrest

Sec. 24-147.
Penalty


(A)
It is unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation to do any act forbidden, or to fail to perform any act required, in this chapter.


(B)
It is unlawful for a parent of a child or the guardian of a ward to authorize or knowingly to permit any such child or ward to violate any provision of this chapter.


(C)
It is unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation to authorize or knowingly to permit any vehicle registered in his or its name to be driven or to stand or to be parked in violation of any provision of this chapter.


(D)
Any person, firm, or corporation who violates any provision of this chapter, or performs any unlawful act as defined in this chapter, or fails to perform any act required in this chapter, is guilty of an offense against the City, and upon conviction thereof, shall be fined according to current ordinance fine schedule. 
Sec. 24-148.
Eluding peace officer.


Any operator of a motor vehicle who has received a visual and audible signal, a red light and a siren, from a police officer driving a motor vehicle with insignia showing the same to be an official police, sheriff, or highway patrol car, directing the operator to bring his vehicle to a stop, and who willfully increases his speed or extinguishes his lights in an attempt to elude such police officer, or willfully attempts in any other manner to elude the police officer, or who does elude such police officer within the city, is guilty of a misdemeanor.

Sec. 24-149.
Citation

(A)
Police officers are hereby authorized to give notice to persons violating provisions of this chapter by delivering citations to violators, or in cases where vehicles without drivers are parked or stopped in violation of this chapter, by affixing such citations to the vehicles by means of which the violation occurred. Such citations shall indicate briefly the charge, shall bear the registration number of the vehicle, and shall direct the violator to present the citation at the designated court date to the Konawa Municipal Court. Nothing in this section shall abridge the power to arrest any violator and to take him into custody, or to file a complaint against him, at any time.


(B)
The city council may require that the police officers use citations furnished by the city clerk and that such tags be serially numbered, and may regulate the use and handling of citations.

Sec. 24-150. Failure to comply with citation.


If a violator of any provision of this chapter who has been given a citation as provided above, fails to appear in accordance with the instructions on such, the chief of police or his authorized agent shall send to the owner of the vehicle involved a letter or other written notice informing him of the violation and warning him to appear as directed and that, in the event such letter of notice is disregarded for a period of ten days, a complaint will be filed and warrant of arrest issued; provided that nothing in this section shall abridge the power to file a complaint against him prior to the expiration of such time.

Sec. 24-151. Presumption in reference to illegal parking.


(A)
In any prosecution charging a violation of any law or regulation governing the standing or parking of a vehicle, proof that the particular vehicle described in the complaint was parked in violation of any such law or regulation, together with proof that the defendant named in the complaint was at the time of such parking the registered owner of such vehicle, shall constitute in evidence a prima fade presumption that the registered owner of such vehicle was the person who parked or placed such vehicle at the point where, and for the time during which, such violation occurred.


(B)
The foregoing stated presumption shall apply only when the procedure of giving a citation has been followed.

Sec. 24-152
When complaint is to be entered and warrant issued.


In the event any person fails to comply with a citation given to such person or attached to a vehicle, the chief of police shall have a complaint entered against such person before the municipal judge; and the municipal judge shall issue a warrant for his arrest.

Sec. 24-+153.
Authority to impound vehicles; release of vehicles.


(A)
Members of the police department are hereby authorized to remove a vehicle from a street to a garage or other place of safety under any of the circumstances hereinafter enumerated: 

(1)
When any vehicle is left unattended upon any bridge, viaduct, or causeway, or in any tube or tunnel where such vehicle constitutes an obstruction to traffic.

(2)
When a vehicle upon a street is so disabled as to constitute an obstruction to traffic and the person or persons in charge of the vehicle are by reason of physical injury or otherwise incapacitated to such an extent as to be unable to provide for its custody or removal.

(3)
When any vehicle is left unattended upon a street and is so parked illegally as to constitute a definite hazard or obstruction to the normal movement of traffic.

(4)
When any vehicle has been parked for more than one hour in excess of the time allowed for parking in any place. 

(5)
When any vehicle which has been involved in two or more violations of this chapter for which citation has been issued and not presented as required, is parked in violation of any provision of this chapter.


(B)
A vehicle impounded as provided herein shall be delivered back to the owner or other person to whom it may properly be delivered only after such fine or fines and costs as may be properly assessed by the municipal judge for the violation or violations for which such vehicle was impounded, and any reasonable costs of or charges for impounding and storage, shall have been paid.

Sec. 24-154 State rules of the road.


The provisions of the State Motor Vehicle Code, Sections 1-101 et seq. of Title 47 of the Oklahoma Statutes and the Rules of the Road, Sections 10-101 et seq. of Title 47 of the Oklahoma Statutes, are hereby adopted and incorporated herein by reference, and are enforceable by the City within the City Limits as fully as if set out at length herein.

Sec. 24-155 Junk and/or Junked Vehicles.


No person in charge or control of any property within the City, whether as owner, tenant, occupant, leasee, or otherwise shall allow a partially dismantled, non-operating, wrecked, junked, or unlicensed vehicle to remain on such property longer than seven (7) days. No person shall leave any such vehicle on any property within the City for a longer time than seven (7) days. This Section shall not apply with regard to a vehicle in an enclosed building; a vehicle on the premises of a business enterprise operated in a lawful place and manner, when necessary to the operation of such business enterprise; or a vehicle in an appropriate storage place or depository in a lawful place and manner by the City.

Sec. 24-156 Penalty


Any person or persons, firm or corporation who violates any provision of the above described ordinance is guilty of an offense against the City, and upon conviction thereof, shall be fined according to the current ordinance fine schedule.
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
