FIRE PREVENTION

Article 1. Fire Prevention Code

Sec. 9-1. Fire Prevention Code adopted.


There is hereby adopted by the City Council for the purpose of prescribing regulations governing conditions hazardous to life and property from fire or explosion, that certain code known as the Fire Prevention Code recommended by the National Fire Protection Association, being particularly the current edition thereof and the whole

thereof, save and except such portions as are hereinafter deleted, modified, or amended by this Chapter of this Code, of which Fire Prevention Code not less than Three (3) copies have been and now are filed in the office of the City Clerk; and the said Code is hereby adopted and incorporated as fully as if set out at length herein; and from the date

on which this Code shall take effect, the provisions thereof shall be controlling within the limits of the City.

Sec. 9-2. Fire department to enforce Code.


The Fire Prevention Code shall be enforced by the Fire

Department of the City, under the supervision of the Chief

of the Fire Department. The Fire Chief shall be ex officio

Chief of the Fire Prevention Bureau. The Chief of the Fire

Department may detail such members of the Fire Department

as Inspectors as shall from time to time be necessary.

Sec. 9-3. Limits within which storage of flammable liquids

is prohibited.


(a) The limits referred to in section 16.22 of the

Fire Prevention Code in which storage of ~flammable liquids

in outside aboveground tanks is prohibited are hereby

established as the City Limits.


(b) The limits referred to in Section 16.51 of the

Fire Prevention Code in which new bulk plants for flammable

liquids are prohibited, are hereby established as the Limits

of the City.


(c) Provided that this Section shall not prohibit

any such installation in existence at the time this code

of Ordinances is adopted.

Sec. 9-4. Limits in which bulk storage of liquefied

petroleum gases and explosives is to be restricted.


The limits referred to in Section 21.6a of the Fire

Prevention Code, in which bulk storage of liquefied petroleum

gases is prohibited, and the limits referred to in section

12.6b of said Code, in which storage of explosives and

blasting agents is prohibited, are hereby established as

the Limits of the City.

Sec. 9-5. Modifications.


The Chief of the Fire Department, with approval of

the City Council shall have power to modify any of the

provisions of the Fire Prevention Code upon application

in writing by the owner or lessee, or his duly authorized

agent when there are practical difficulties in the way

of carrying out the strict letter of the Code, provided

that the spirit of the Code shall be observed, public safety

secured, and substantial justice done. The particulars

of such modification when granted or allowed and the decision

of the Chief of the Fire Department thereon shall be entered

upon the records of the Department, and a signed copy shall

be furnished the applicant.

Sec. 9-6. Appeals.


Whenever the Chief of the Fire Department shall

disapprove an application or refuse to grant a license or

permit applied for, or when it is claimed that the provision

of the Code do not apply or that the true intent and meaning

of the Code have been misconstrued or wrongly interpreted,

the applicant may appeal from the decision of the Chief

of the Fire Department to the City Council within Thirty

(30) days from the date of the decision of the Chief.

Sec. 9-7. New materials, processes or occupancies which

may require permits.


The Chief of the Fire Department, and Two (2) person

appointed by the City Manager shall act as a committee to

determine and specify, after giving affected persons an

opportunity to be heard, any new materials, processes, or

occupancies which shall require permits, in addition to

those now enumerated in said Code. The Chief of the Fire

Department shall post such list in a conspicuous place in

his office, and distribute copies thereof to interested

persons.

Sec. 9—8. Penalties.


(a)
Any person, firm, or corporation who shall violate

any of the provisions of the Fire Prevention Code hereby

adopted or fail to comply therewith or who shall violate

or fail to comply with any order made thereunder, or who

shall build in violation of any detailed statement of

specifications or plans submitted and approved thereunder,

or any certificate or permit issued thereunder, and from

which no appeal has been taken, or who shall fail to comply

with such an order as affirmed or modified by the City Clerk

or by a court of competent jurisdiction, within the time

fixed therein, shall severally for each and every such

violation and noncompliance respectively, be guilty of a

misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed Thirty-five

Dollars ($35.00), including costs. The imposition of one

penalty for any violation shall not excuse the violation

or permit it to continue; and all such persons shall be

required to correct or remedy such violations or defects

within a reasonable time; and when not otherwise specified,

each Ten (10) days that prohibited conditions are maintained

shall constitute a separate offense.


(b)
The application of the above penalty shall not

be held to prevent the enforced removal of prohibited

conditions.

Sec. 9-9. Fire extinguishers in business occupancies;

maintenance, etc.


(a)
Every person, firm or corporation owning or

operating a place of business within the City is hereby

required to own, keep and maintain therein such fire-fighting

equipment or fire extinguishers as the Chief of the Fire

Department may require. The equipment shall be inspected

regularly at least every Three (3) months by Inspectors

designated by the Chief of the Fire Department.


(b) The Fire Department may do any maintenance or

recharging of such equipment for a fee adequate to cover

the cost of the service to the City, which fee shall be

paid by the owner. (Code 1957, SS Fli.)

Article 2. Fireworks

Sec. 9-10. Unlawful to sell; exception.


It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, or

corporation to in any manner sell, furnish, trade, barter

or otherwise dispose of any firecracker, fireworks,

torpedoes, or pyrotechnics of any nature within the City

of Konawa, Oklahoma, unless a waiver is obtained from the

City Council and a permit purchased.

Sec. 9-11. Unlawful to fire, discharge, etc.


It shall be unlawful for any person to explode, set

off, ignite or otherwise cause to burn or explode any

firecracker, fireworks, torpedoes, or pyrotechnics of any

nature within the City of Konawa, Oklahoma.

Article 3. Fire Protection Outside City

Sec. 9-12. City Manager may make agreements.


The City Manager is authorized to enter into contract

or agreement with rural property owners for the use of the

Konawa Fire Department in the protection of their homes

and other property. (Coed 1957, SS F13.)

Sec. 9-13. Contract with owners who have fire department

service clause in fire insurance policy.


Contract or agreement may be entered into with any

property owner whose property is outside the Corporate Limits

of the City of Konawa and who carries a Fire Department

service clause in his fire insurance policy which will insure

the payment of the Fire Department service charge. (Code

1957, SS F14.)

Article 4. Miscellaneous Provisions

Sec. 9-14. Burning trash, etc.


(a) It is unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation

to burn trash, wood, leaves or other combustible material

within the Fire Limits of the City.


(b) It is unlawful for any person, firm or corporation

to burn trash, wood, leaves, or other combustible material

within the City outside the Fire Limits except at such times

as the Chief of the Fire Department may determine. Such

burning shall then be permitted only in a properly screened

or otherwise enclosed receptacle with a responsible person

at least Sixteen (16) years of age in constant attendance,

and under such safeguards as the Chief of the Fire Department

may prescribe.


(c) This section shall not apply to the burning of

any such combustible material as a fuel in a properly

constructed firebox, either within or outside the Fire

Limits.

Sec. 9-15. Smoking in theaters; prohibited.


Smoking in theaters within the City of Konawa, is hereby

prohibited. (Code 1957, SS F17.)

Article 5. Penalty

Sec. 9-17. Penalty.


Any person, firm, or corporation who shall violate

or fail to comply with any provision of this Chapter or

of any Code adopted herein, or any legal order or regulation

made pursuant thereto, shall be fined in any sum not to

exceed Thirty-five Dollars ($35.00), including costs. Each

day upon which a violation shall continue shall be deemed

a separate offense.
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
